‘Farm Situation Good
R et

Local and state demand for agri-
cultural products is expected to con-
tinue good for.those commodities
largely consumed on the Pacific coast,
according to a summary of the agri-
cultural economic outlook report for
this state just released by the O. 8. C.
extension _service. = Products which
must be shipped east where prices are
easily affected by changes in business
conditions may meet a less satisfac-
tory demand toward the last of 1929
and early 1930. .

Cash income from Oregon farms is
likely to exceed in 1929 the estimated
$120,000,000 for 1928, says the re-
port. Average income per farm is
expected to remain approximately the
same as for the past year, but farms
are increasing about in proportion to
total income.

Oregon farmers intend to plant
about 11 per cent less acreage of po-
tatoes in 1929 than in 1928, predicts
the report. With the intended acre-
age there would be no shortage of
market potatoes in 1929-30 if average
yields are secured.

“Transportation costs are unfavor-
able to Oregon orchardists,” says the
report. “Standardization of fruit
for market is becoming more import-
ant. As for apples, no increase in
tonnage is expected within the next
five years. Increased -plantings of
apples in Oregon appear to be justi-
fied only. when needed for replace-
ment or when especially Tfavorable
conditions of production and mar-
keting are enjoyed. A general cur-
tailment of plantings of pears on the
Pacific coast seems desirable. Ad-
ditional plantings of pears will likely
be warranted only in those localities
in which high quality pears can be
grown profitably at prices consider-
ably below the average of recent
years. An increase in plantings
should undoubtedly be in canning
cherries for eastern Oregon.”
