Our Country,

has been visiting here this week be-
fore resuming his journey to his home

We left our home in Fowler, Cal.,,
on July 10th, passing through the
the coast towns, visiting some of the
old missions at Santa Barbara and
a number of the other old towns of
early Mexican population. At Need-
les on the Arizona border we ran
into the hottest weather of the sum-
mer, 117 degrees in the shade. We
crossed Arizona, spending a day at
the Grand Canyon of the Colorado.
worthy of a long journey to view.

For miles one looks up and down
that river that looks like a silver rib-
bon in the canyon below. The color-
ing of the rock cliffs rising in this
wonderful place passes even the abi-
lity of the great artists to repro-
duce.

Through northern Arizona and in
New Mexico there are many dreary
miles of driving, but the mountains
and canyons are always interesting.
The petrified forest, seven square
miles of fallen, petrified trees, ap-
parently pine trees, aroyse the tour-
ist’s interest. Through the- country
about Albuquerque and northern
New Mexieo, over the Raton pass into
Colorada, some of the most pictur-
esque views opened before us. The
of the states of California,
New Mexico, Arizona and Colorado
were uniformly good, only one mud
hole stopping us as we came out of
the Grand Canyon. The roads of
Colorado are splendidly constructed
and we found thousands of people
representing nearly every state of
the union during our travels there.

The journey through Wyoming,
where the great herds of cattle foam-
ed forty years ago, now are replaced
in the valleys by tilled fatms. In the
hilly country there are oil wells and
coal mines, tling you of the great
development being made. The famous
Jackson Hole country, where the cat-
tle rustlers hid in early days, is most
beautiful in rivers, lakes and moun-

roads

tains.

Two days and nights were spent
among the wonders of Yellowstone
park. It is beyond one's ability to
describe the wonders of boiling
springs and geysers, rainbow colored
mountains and crashing waterfalls
and sky-hlﬁe lakes. The eyes of the
| artist and the pen of the ready writer
are needed to describe the Yellow-
stone. The valley is the greatest
resting place of wild animals. Hun-
dreds of elk and bufTalo, deer and
antelope and bear are in evidence,
the last one mentioned being entirely
too friendly.

|  The ride through Butte and Ana-
| conda, Coeur de Alene nad many of
tte mining camps will ‘recall to
many the early mining days.

It is difficult to say much in favor
of the mountain roads. They are uni-
formly rough, excepting on the high
mountain grades where they are well
cared for. The roads of Idaho and
eastern Washington are picturesque
but not as well cared for as most of

|the Oregon roads.

In all, we have driven about 5400
miles. We looked upon the beautles
of ‘Mt. Ranier, Mt. Baker-'and Mt.
Hood in the glory of the sunshine
and the moonlight. The most beau-
tiful pictures we looked upon were
those presented-.by the forests and
hills, the rivers and the bays along
the inland channels in a ride of 120
miles on Vancouver Island.

Now we are enjoying for a few
days the hospitality of our Moro
friends before we return to our home
in the south—‘‘where the bee ban-
quets on through a whole year of
flowers.”

PREDATORY ANIMAL CONTROL
STARTED IN THIS COUNTY

Elmer Williams, assistant leader
of the United States biological sur-
vey, is spending the week in Sherman
county, assisting Bart S. Robbs in
starting operations against bobcats
and coyotes. The first six weeks Mr.
Robbs will trap, but by November 1st
he will start poison operations, as
that is the most economical method
of control. Mr. Williams is asking
the cooperation of the ranchers in
furnishing crippled or worthless farm
horses for poison stations.

Hunter Mayhew stirted ‘operations
in December last winter and moved
to Dufur in March. Although the
snow was unusualy heavy and there
were hundreds of dead stock on the
range, so-that the coyotes didn’t have
to come to the stations, he was sue-
cessful in getting 80 coyotes. After
the skins he had taken were sold, it
left just about as much money in
the predatory animal fund as was
| there when he started operations.

Mr. Robbs is starting operation
earlier, and will continue later in the
gpring. He will make his-headquar-
térs in Grass Valley.
