A Ticklish Job

Keeping tax rates at a proper and 
justifiable level is an exceedingly 
ticklish m atter. If the ra te  is too 
high, prospective industries and home 
owners are driven away. On the 
o ther hand, if public improvements 
nre not up to par, the community is 
considered backward and old-fashion­
ed and the average family or industry 
does not carq to locate in such a place. 
It is only by cooperation of all citizens 
and business-like adm inistration of 
public affairs, that tax rates may be 
kept within legitim ate bounds with­
out hindering progress.

John Boles, whose trium ph in 
“ Rio R ita’’ ranks him as the foremost 
leading man in talking films, might 
be practising medicine in Greenville, 
Texas, if friends had’nt insisted his 
tenor deserved better than to be fea t­
ured in the college glee club.

His teachers saw oper­
atic possibilities so he left for Europe 
to study under continental masters.

The world w ar sent him to France 
for two years’ service in the intelli­
gence departm ent and his re tu rn  
marked his stage debut. Leading 
parts in * Little Jesse Jam es,” “ Mer­
cenary M ary,” “ The Romany Love 
Spell” and “ K itty’s Kisses” followed. 
He played and sang opposite G eral­
dine F a rra r in her only venture into 
light opera.

Gloria Swanson saw Boles on the 
stage and invited him to take the lead 
supporting role in “The Love of 
Sunya.” this was followed by “ Bride 
of the Night,”  “ The Shepherd of the 
Hills,” “ W hat Holds Men,” “ The 
W arning,” and “ We A m ericans.”

“ The Desert Song” gave Boles his 
first opportunity in sound films and 
his singing received world-wide ac­
claim. On* the strength of this first 
achievement, Radio Pictures cast him 
for the role of the ranger captain 
opposite Bebe Daniels in the film 
version of the Ziegfeld success.

In “ Rio R ita” Boles sings the title 
song, “ If You’re in Love You’ll 
W altz,” “ Following the Sun Around,” 
and “ You're Always in My Arms.”

Visiting Farm Board
Men Explain Methods

T hat Oregon mers have much 
more to gain in benefits from the 
federal farm  board than merely fi­
nancial assistance to existing cooper­
ative m arketing agencies, was the 
consensus of opinion expressed fol­
lowing the firs t visit of the farm  
board representatives to th ii state last 
week. _

Charles S. Wilson, member of tfcfo 
board, and Jam es R. Howard, new 
organization specialist for it, spent 
a full day in Portland in conference 
with more than 135 officers and lead 
er» of Oregon cooperative m arketing 
associations called together by the 
Oregon Cooperative council.

A fter hearing a report on the pres­
ent general condition o t th e  152 co­
operative association ' doing business 
in this state made by George O. 
Gatlin, O. S. C. extension m arketing 
specialist, the board representatives 
exj ressed the opinion th a t Oregon 
growers have sound foundations laid 
for consolidating small units into 
larger federations which will control 
a m ajor proportion of the various 
commodities.

The farm  board, it was brought 
out, is now in position to encourage 
ju st such consolidations and yet in­
sist th a t they are carried out along 
sound lines of local farm er control. 
F in an ^a l assistance from  the farm 
board is being reserved, except in 
emergencies, to ju st such organiza*- 
tions.

“The farm  board is try ing  to be far 
more than a mere money-lending 
organization, however,” said Mr. 
Wilson. “ We hope th a t will prove 
to be one of the minor activities in 
the long r u n r  We do hope to help 
organize the m arketing machinery of 
the country so soundly th a t it will 
be largely self-sustaining, backed by 
the constant support of our body 
rendered Ihrough many channels o th­
er than financial.”

That the state college extension 
service will coordinate its work fully 
with the plans and policies of the 
farm  board was announced by Paul 
V. Maris, director, who offered the 
service of his entire s ta ff  in aiding to 
carry more complete inform ation on 
m arketing plans to the people of this 
state.

Once upon a time playing with 
farms was almost a national sport 
and in every town and city of the 
country there were people who owned 
small tracts near where they lived and 

which they followed d ifferen t 
phases of agriculture as their fancy
dictated. •/

During the past eight or ten years 
this sport lost much of its  popularity 
and many of those who were playing 
with farm $ quit and either rented 
their holdings or sold to some farm er 
in the neighborhood.

Recently, however, some city folks 
have begun again to play with farm s. 
It may he surprising to some farm ers 
to know that some of these folks make 
money at their pastime, while others 
get their profit from the pleasure of 
seeing things grow and from the 
health they get in being out in the 
open and communing--with nature.

Right now most of those who hnve 
started back have some special hobby 
they want to try , such ns raising 
chickens, squab raising, flower cul­
ture, fru it and truck growing, and 
small dairies. Some few do general 
farm ing on a small scale, keeping 
hogs, growing food stuffs for their 
family use, und trying to have some 
money crop to pay expenses.y

We have talked to some of thefee 
people and they really got a kick 
from their operations, and some pre­
dict before long playing with farming 
will be popular again.
