MURDER TRIALS.

Cor* o f  Som e o f  th e  F a m o u s N ew  York  
Cases.

i t  coot the taxpayers about $15,000 
to convict Carlyle H arris  of the m ur­
der by poison of his young wife, and 
for the defense of th a t ingenious 
youth his m other ¡»aid $15,000 more in 
special fees and retainers. Five thou­
sand dollars of th is sum w ent to John 
A. Taylor, the jun ior counsel. W illiam 
Travers Jerom e led for the defense, 
but the am ount of his fee has never 
yet been approxim ately estim ated.

No official estim ate of the cost of the 
trial of Robert W. Buchanan for the 
poisoning of the old woman whom he 
m arried has ever lx-en made public. 
The case occupied seven full weeks, 
and a t the close counsel on both sides 
figured tlie cost of the prosecution, in­
cluding the heavy fees of such experts 
as Loomis, Doreraus and others, at 
$20,000. As Buchanan paid over the 
entire $25,000 which he received by 
the death of his wife in the vain ef­
fort to save himself from the death 
penalty, his case could not have In­
volved less than $45.000 in expenses.

The two tria ls of Dr. Meyer, the poi­
soner, are said, on good authority , to 
have cost tlie county $35,»><>0. Ju s t 
w hat he paid Charles W. Broke for his 
defense has never been known. His 
resources were probably exhaust id  by 
the first tria l—cut short by the insan­
ity of a ju ro r—for In the second hear­
ing counsel fur the defense applied 
to the court for the sta tu tory  allow ­
ance of $500.

The determ ination of the police and 
the d istric t a ttorney’s office to convict 
Mrs. Mary Alice Fleming, a t any cost, 
of the m urder of her mother, involved 
tlie county in a loss of $20.000, of 
which $5,000 went to the Jury and ta les­
men, $10,100 to the experts, $2,500 to 
the attorneys, and tlie rem ainder in 
general expenses. Mrs. Fleming esti­
m ates that her defense cost $22.000 of 
the $S0,nO0 iu the hands of the city 
chamberlain.

Mrs. Florence M aybrlck’s trial a t 
Liverpool in 1889 for the poisoning of 
her husband was the sensation of the 
year. H er prosecution, Including the 
sa lary  of Justice Stephen ($25,000 a 
year), the retainers and refreshers paid 
to John  Addison, Q. C., the leading 
counsi-1 for the prosecution, and his 
two assistan ts; the eanployment of 
such famous experts as C arter and 
Robert son; the expenses of witnesses 
and general preparations of the case 
reached lu all about $10,000 for ten 
working days. Sir Charles—now Lord 
—Russell, who h-d for the defense, re­
ceived $5,000 and a daily refresher of 
$250. Added to this were the fees for 
Junior cou-nsel* for the solicitors for the 
defense and expert testimony, Mrs. 
Maybrick calling very few lay w it­
nesses. A ltogether her defense reach­
ed $15,000.—New York Jourtuil.
