S early as 1797 the M arquis 
d’Avexe, having received the ap­
pointm ent as com mlsioner of the

Royal M anufactories of the Gobelins, 
of Sevres, and of the Savounerie, found 
th a t the tu rbu len t tim es of the revolu­
tion had so discouraged the Industrial 
a r ts  th a t the skilled workmen of these 
places were reduced to starvation , 
while the store rooms were filled w ith 
the  choicest productions of the ir art. 
This condition gave him the idea of 
holding an exhibition where tapestries, 
china and carpets could be gathered 
together and a great sale held.

The then unused chateau of St. Cloud 
was taken for this purpose, but on the 
day of the opening a decree of the di­
rectory banishing the nobility w as Is­
sued, and he w as compelled to quit 
France, and re tu rn  the following year, 
and, on the failure of his lirst attem pt, 
originate another exhibition, which 
proved very successful. This w as held 
a t the Chateau de Orsay, where the 
house and grounds were filled with 
beautiful and useful stuffs and w ares 
of all varieties.

The success of this undertaking 
caused the governm ent to take up the

At Its close there remained a balance 
of $750,000 above all expenses.

The year 1853 saw  two Crystal P al­
ace shows in operation. T hat of New 
York was organized by a few influen­
tial citizens of wealth as a stock com­
pany, w ith the end iu view of bringing 
the m anufactured goods of the Old 
World here to be placed in comparison 
w ith those of the New. The other 
show of the year w as th a t held in Dub­
lin. This, too, while very successful 
as an exhibition, did not a t tra c t the 
International Interest It merited, nor 
did it in a financial way prove a suc­
cess.

The next great exposition was that 
of Paris, held in 1855. P reparations 
for this exposition were begun as early 
as 1853, but up to F ebruary, 1854. little 
progress had been made. So slow did 
the work progress th a t the exposi­
tion, which was to have- opened on the 
1st of May, w as delayed until the 15th 
of th a t month. The main building, the 
the Palais de ¡’Industrie, was not built 
a s  a tem porary structure, as such 
buildings had previously been, but was 
intended to remain as a perm anent 
building for exposition purposes. In

was found necessary, 
est w as shown in this great undertak^ 
ing. the foreign governm ents selecting 
from among their most em inent men 
their representative commissioners. An 
idea of the m agnitude of this great 
show may be gleaned from the fact 
th a t there were In all 2.602 aw ards 
made, the to ta l num ber of exhibitors 
being about 7.000. The total cost of 
buildings and accessories was $7.850,- 
000. Receipts from visitors. $1,283.- 
648.78. This with the additions to rev­
enue from concessions and sale of 
buildings, was far from enough to 
cover the great expense Incurred, the 
deficit being met by the government.

The Centennial In ternational Exposi­
tion of Philadelphia, in 1876. which 
gave such an im petus to a r t in Amer­
ica. as well as all succeeding expos! 
tions a t home and abroad, is remem­
bered too well by all to come within 
the scope of ibis article.

idea, aud the first official exposition 
w as held on the Champ de Mars, where 
a  “Temple of Industry” had been erect­
ed for the purpose. At this exposition 
w as inaugurated the Jury system of 
aw ards. So successful did it prove th a t

all, the floor space of this g reat exposi­
tion reached the to tal of tw enty-nine 
acres. The exhibitors numbered some 
21,660, of which num ber France con­
tributed one-half. This exposition, 
which differed from all previous ones 
in the great variety of its objects and 
extent of productions, was closed In 
person by the Em peror with great 
pomp and ceremony on Nov. 15, is55.

In 1S57 M anchester held her “ Fine 
Art. and M anufactures Exhibition.” 
Here, in a fireproof building, with 
a  floor space, including galleries 
of 171,606 square feet, was gathered 
one of the most rem arkable collections 
of a r t works tha t had ever reposed 
unde.’ one roof. In 1861 United Itaiy  
held an exhibition of some im portance 
a t Florence, the displays of which 
were classified under the heads Indus­
trial, tine arts, agricultural aud horti­
cultural.

The next exposition of universal In­
terest was that held In London, “The 
Exhibition of Art W orks of All Na­
tions,” of 1862. The total area under 
roof was 988,660 square feet, a greater

i space than  th a t occupied by any pre­
vious exposition. The total cost was 
$2,loG,000, or about $2.18 per square 
foot of floor space. This exposition, 
while it may be said “played even,” 
w as not a great success financially.

The year 1867 saw the “Universal Ex­
position of Paris.” It being the design 
to make It universal in the scope of the 
articles displayed, as well as the na­
tions participating, an invitation w as 
extended to the workers of the world,

the government resolved to hold an ­
nual exhibitions of like character, but 
the disturbed condition of the country 
prevented a repetition until the year
1861. The third exposition, held in
1862. saw the origination of the Soclete 
d ’Encouragem ent, whicn has been a 
pow erful aid to French m anufacture. 
On this occasion there were 666 prize 
competitors. It was at this exposition 
tha t cotton lace aud silk thread were 
first shown and a prize was aw arded 
for the m anufactures of Iron by means 
of coke.

No fu rther efforts were successful un­
til in 1816, when another exposition 
w as held, a fte r which those of 1823 
aud 1827 occurred with varying suc­
cess. lu  1844 the teuth aud last expo­
sition during the reign of Louis I'hil- 
Ippe saw 3,666 -xhihitors participating. 
A nother expos tlon on a grand scale 
was that of 1849. Nearly 5.666 exhib­
itors were rep'reseuted ami 3.738 prizes 
were aw arded. The exhibition contin­
ued for sixty days, and its results were 
so beneficial th a t o ther nations began 
to realize its im portance to trade.

Three other countries had previously 
given expositions of a more or less local 
nature. Such were those that had been 
held in Russia, Denmark, and Aus­
tria, aud many of g reat im portance 
had been held in Belgium.

In the British domiuions expositions 
had been held both in .Manchester aud 
Leeds, and one In Dublin as early as 
1827. It remained for Eugland to pro­
mote the first actual international In­
dustria l exposition—th a t of 1851. At 
the first meeting of the commissioners 
it was decided to rely wuoily upon vol­
untary  contributions, aud when an ap­
peal was made a fund of $1,506.660 
was soon raised. One single contribu­
tor headed the list with the large 
am ount of $250,000. Designs for the 
building were subm itted by architects 
of all nations. A plau suggested by 
Sir Joseph Paxton was the one chosen, 
but to Mr. Fox.of the firm of Fox ¿¿Hen­
derson. is due the credit of having orig­
inated tha t new style of architecture 
which was afte rw ard  dubbed the “ Fer­
ro Vitreous” style, he having worked 
out and made possible Sir Joseph’s 
suggestion. Thus originated the first

The exposition 
was formally opened on the 1st of 
April, 1867, w ith the most, gorgeous 
ceremony. The American exhibit was 
by far the finest we had ever made 
abroad, the w ar of the rebellion having 
interfered w ith any pretentious display 
being made in London in 1862. I t is 
estim ated th a t the total num ber of vis­
itors to this g reat show exceeded 4,- 
006.000. The total cost of the buildings 
was $2.356,665, or $143 per square foot 
covered. It closed with a net profit of 
$562.654. dividends being declared of 
$553,266. The rem aining am ount w as 
devoted to public works.

Expositions were held In Moscow 
and Copennagen in 1872, but were more 
natioual in character, confined as they 
were to the products of the country 
in which they were held.
