The ozonator may be connected to an 
ordinary lighting circuit, and the cur­
rent required is about the sam e as for 
a simple Incandescent lamp.

An ingenious Englishm an, H arrison 
M artindale, has Invented a radium  
clock, which, it Is computed, could run 
90,000 years If uninterfered with. It 
consists of n tul»e containing a small 
quantity  of radium , supported on a 
quartz  rod in an exhausted  glass ves­
sel. To the lower end of the tube Is 
a ttached  an electroscope, consisting of 
two long strips of silver. The natural 
actiou of the radium  sends au electric 
charge into the strips, causing them 
to separate  until they touch the sides 
of the vessel, whereupon they are in­
stan tly  discharged and fall together 
again. This operation is repeated  au ­
tom atically every two minutes, so that 
each beat of this singular tim ekeeper 
may be said to be two m inutes long.

New .Metallic Prne«-«»»**-
The Engineer gives publicity to a 

new process of galvanizing, which has 
How reached a c»»mtn»*rclul stage. It 
is known as "Sherardlsing.” The point 
of In terest about It is that Iron and 
steel can la* routed with a thin, even 
deposit of zinc at u tem perature below 
the m elting point of aluc. The first 
•top in the process is to frt*e the Iron 
from scale and oxide by any of the 
well known methods, such as dipping 
In an  arid  aolutiou or sand blasting. 
The artic les to be rendered rustless are 
then placed In u cloned Iron receptacle 
charged with zinc dust, w hlch is hoot 
<*d to a tem perature of from 500 to O»SJ 
degrees F. for a few* hours ami a l­
lowed to cool. The drum  Is then open­
ed and the iron articles rem oved.when 
they are found to be coated w ith a fine 
homogeneous covering of zinc, the 
thickness depending on the tem pera­
tu re  and the length of tim e of tre a t­
ment.

It will l»e observed that the tem pera 
tu re required to bring about this re­
su lt Is about 200 degrees below the 
m elting point of aluc. The low tern 
pera tu re  required m akes the process 
cheap ns com pared to the process of 
dipping In molten zinc, and has the 
additional advantage that It does not 
deteriorate  iron or steef of small sec­
tion to the sam e extent ns hot gal 
ionizing. T he w ho’e of the zinc Is 
consum ed: there Is no w aste of zinc 
as In the hot galvanizing process This 
new process of dry gnlvnnlzlng is not 
limitt*d to tlie c«>atlng of Iron with 
zinc, but It has been successfully ap ! 
plied to coating Iron with copper, 
alum inium  ami antim ony.
