Dufar, Ore, Dec. 8 —Foliowing the
discovery of truces of oil on the old Du-
far ranch, four miles above this city,
mnt fall, which attracted 20 mnch atten-
tion throughout the state at the time,
anctive operations here been begun to
thoroughly prosject (lre region and as-
certain if oil really eXxists in quantities
to make developnrent of the industry a
paying one. When local people formed
& stock company last Summer to develop
the find, and secured contracts on the
lands in the vicinity of the location ol
the oil-bearing spring, outsiders rushed
in and attempted to secure control of
the new company, but failed. These
people started to sink a wel |, butat the
time were unable to secure the required
casing and operntions had to be wus-
pended. Now the casing has been se
cured and last week, without the blare
of trumpliets, the work of siuking the
oil well was resumed.

Thus far the drill has gone down sey.
eral hundred feet and the men in charge
of the work say indicatiine are that oil
bearing sands will be found at a less
depth than was at first ~upposed. Be.
fore spring it shonld be definitely known
whether or not oil existe here iu paving
quantities.

O1l wae firet foun! lLere in the waters
of a spring on the Dufur ranch. It yose
to the surface of the water in wsuflicient
Jquantities to attract attention, and this
led to the investigation, which was tol-
lowed by the orgamzation of the com-
pany.

The oil foond on the water wae
skimmed and placed in a jar, where it
wan allowed to settle, and when skimmed
off and placed in n bottle, the pure oil
rose to the surface in such fine quality
that those first beholding it believed
that & hoax was being prepared on
them,
