T h e  r ia t fo rw » .
“ We, the Republican voters of th» 

state of Oregon, in convention assem­
bled, congratulate the people of the 
state as well as of the whole nation on 
the unmistakable fact that the dark 
cloud of adversity, which has hung like 
a jvall over oar fair land, has l«een die- 
•ipc’ed. We recognise that the return 
of prosperity is line to the restoration 
of the Republican j>aity to power.

“ We are in favor of the maintenance 
of the present gold standard: we are 
unqualifiedly opjioeed to the free coin­
age of silver and to all other schemes 
looking to the debooement of the cur­
rency and the repudiation of debt. We 
believe that the best money in the 
world is none too gq«*l to be assure«! by 
the government to the laborer as the 
fiu it of his toil and to the farmer as the 
price of his crop. We condrmn the 
OOOtiaued agitation for free silver as 
calculated to jcopanltie the prosperity 
of tbe coontry and to shake the confi­
dence of the people in the maintenance 
of a wise financial policy: we parti, n 
larly condemn as unpatriotic the efforts 
of the free-silver agitators to array class 
against class and section against sec­
tion; we declare that the interests of 
all classes and of all sections of our 
country alike demand a sound and ! 
stable financial system.

“ W hile we deplore the imminence of 
war, we recognize that the country is 
on the eve of war, undertaken for the 
vindication of the national honor and 
the performance of a work dictated by 
every instinct of humanity: we declaie 
that the administration is entitle«! in 
this oonflict to the confidence and sup­
port of the entire people.

“ We ate firmly attacbed to the prin­
ciples of the federal constitution; we 
recognise that representative govern­
ment is one of these principles, and we 
are opposed to any change in law or 
constitution which w ill abrogate this 
time-honored principle.

“ We are in favor of retrenchment 
and reform in state and county matters.

“ We demand strict economy in pub­
lic affairs, and the abolition of all need­
less offices and commissions.

“ The salmon fishing industrv, so 
fru itful a source of revenue to the slate, 
should la* fostered, and to that end we 
favor state aid in the artificial propa­
gation of salmon, and their distribu­
tion in the waters of this state.

“ We affirm our allegiance to tiie 
pi inci pies of the Republican party of 
the United States, as enunciate«! by the 
Republican convention in St. pouts ¡u 
1896.

‘‘We denounce the fusion party of 
Oregon as an aggregation of s|>oilen>en, 
who are ready to subordinate principles 
to offices. Each of tbe parties to this 
compact is w illing  to stultify itself and 
form alliances with elements which it  
has heretofore denounced as «langerons 
and unfit to be intrusted with power; 
we declare that good government can­
not come from such an alliance.”

The national platform, which was 
adopted, folio*«:

“ The prohibition party, in national 
convention assembled, declares its 
conviction that the manufacture ex­
portation. importation an,) sale of a l­
coholic beverages has produced such 
social, commercial, industrial and po­
litical wrongs, and is now so threaten­
ing the perpetuity of all our social ami 
political institutions that the supproa- 
sion of the same by a national parky, 
organised therefor, is the greatest ob­
ject to be accomplished by the voters 
of out countrv. and is of such import­
ance that it of right ought to control 
the political action of all our patriotic 
citisens until such suppression is ac­
complished. The urgency of this cause 
demands the union without further de­
lay of a ll citisens who desire the pro­
hibition of the liquor traffic; therefore.

“ Resolved, That we favor the legal 
prohibition, by state and national leg­
islation, of the manufacture, importa­
tion, exportation and interstate trans­
portation and sale of alcoholic bever­
ages; that we declare onr purpose to 
organise and unite all the friends of 
prohibition into one party, and in order 
to atvomplish this end. we deem it but 
right to leate every prohibitionist the 
freedom of his own convictions upon 
all oth»’  political questions, and trust 
our representatives to take such action 
upon other political questions as the 
change occasioned by prohibition, and 
the welfare of the whole people shall 
demand." _

B IG G E S T  F IN D  O F A LL.

A G re a t  M l» e  N e a r  S « s * * v l l l s ,  G ra n t  
( o u n t y .

W. P. Mount, of Susanville, arrived 
m Canyon City We«lnes«foy, having in 
his possession some of the richest and 
most beautiful free gold quarts speci­
mens ever seen in this courflry, taken 
from his recent discovery, the Sky­
scraper mine. The specimens exhibited 
were of the pretty white quarts variety, 
almost identically the same as taken 
from the Vitruem ine, near Baker C ity, 
and came nearer being nuggets than 
quarts specimens.

“ I  have known for several months 
past that the Skyscraper would, if «affi- 
ciently developed, become a bullion- 
producer of no mean importance,”  sai«l 
Mr. Mount, “ hut the oast week has 
shown it to be perhaps the richest mine 
on the <*oa«L Even prior to the finding 
of the extremely ri i  body of ore uncov­
ered a few days ago, the normal and 
continuous wealth of the ledga was re­
garded by practical mining men as 
phenomenal, the returns from samples 
taken indiscriminately ranging from 
$80 to $350 per ton. April 1 a bo«!y of 
gold was encountered in the level fol­
lowing the ledge, a description of which 
would sound mote like fiction than 
fact. A t this point tbe lively, clear- 
cut, hard quartz is literally wel led and 
bound together by the yellow metal, 
samples going as high as $150,000 per 
ton. From eight ounces of tins ore $25 
was extracted in coarse gold, while se­
lected specimens would give greater re­
turns. From the result of three days' 
stripping we estimate that $30.000 
worth of ore w ill he taken out. The 
deposit of gold has been traced along 
the le«jge for a distance of 1,700 feet, 
showing an ore chute of very unusual 
length, and the le«lge ranging in width 
from one to foui feeL Every particle 
of the rock extracte«! from the com­
mencement of operations last August 
up to the present time w ill average 
$100 per ton, something unknown in 
the history of gold mining the world 
over.

“ I t  is not a pocket ledge by any 
means, as may 1* surmised from its ex­
treme richness, but at times the gold 
seems to be concentrate«! in very rich 
bunches though without interfering a 
particle w ith  the regular precipitation 
of the wealth chsracteiistic of the le- ge.

“ Negotiations aro under way for the 
erection of a modern stamp m ill of 
large capacity, including rockbreaker, 
concentrator and self-feeder. Just as 
soon as the roads are in goo«l condition 
the plant w ill l>e forwarded to the prop­
erty without delay.”

The Skyscraper is not the only mine 
in the Susanville district, by any 
means. Messrs. De W itt and McLean, 
O|»erating the Hughes group in the in ­
terest of a Kan Francisco company, 
have completed their shipment of ore 
and are now poshing development work 
vigorously and as soon as the roads will 
admit they w ill have a 10-starnp m ill.

The ore body exposed by Horace Sloan 
last w inter looks like a bouquet to a 
m iner’s eye, and is already attracting 
the attention of mining men. The ore 
chute is between five and eight feet 
wide, and in the neighborhood of 80 
feet long. M illing  tests show a free 
gold deposit of alm>*t $9 per ton, while 
a concentrating test w ill go $30.

The (Jem of the Mountains, owned 
by Mr. Blake, of Canyon C ity, now 
bonded to Mr. Mount, though base, is 
one of the most premising mining prop­
erties of that nature in Eastern Oregon. 
Development wor t is lim ited, hut what 
has been done is sufficient to demon­
strate that an ore Ixxly of prodigious 
size w ill lie unfolded as depth is a t­
tained, and also that the precipitation 
of gold w ill he greater. The average 
value of the heavy base ore is in the 
neighborhood of $50 per ton, and the 
l«*dge Is fully five feet wide in the hot- 
t< n of the 30-foot shaft. About 30 
feet alxive this ledge is another strong 
one, running parallel and carrying a 
small deposit of free gold, and from the 
trend of the two ledges thsy w ill cer­
tainly merge together at no very great 
depth,

I of the contort Involving Russia kept 
I the price for a month »w tugiug through 
an unusually wide range, and advanced 
inotatlon« about KN* a bushel, half of 
it on tho Monday following the open­
ing of Inwtilitiee. It  is surprising that 
the wheat-eon an mt ng countries abroad, 
in antici,«ation of a war involving their 
chief stutree of supply, have of late 
been ignoting everything except this 
possibility, have been maintaing prices 
in spite of a declining tondency at 
times on tbia aide, and liave been mak­
ing c*sh purchase* with unexpected
energy?

The United 8tates is furnishing at 
present half of the wants of the wheat- 
importing count ne* of the world, 
about 4,000,000 bushels of the 8,000,- 
000 bushel* sup|«lied weekly. Would 
the grain ope»at«»rs abroad, whose 
office it is to anticipate the world's 
situation, take phlematically a wai 
which threatened toetnixiirasa even in 
the smallest way this vast weekly sup- , 
ply and which might possibly affix'd it 
seriously?

That is hardly to 1* assumed. In- 
dee«!, it has not been tbe fact. The 
other able (or a fornight, incredulous 
as evruybody ha» tx*en all this time of 
tbe dRferasieea growing into an actual 
conflict, ha« been ignoring fine crop 
pro«l>ects at home and large offerings, 
and has been making litw-ral purchases 
from America at twicea which have 
been a surprise to the American trade. 
It  was really remarkable that Leiter 
could sell 200,000 bushels abroad Easter 
Saturday. These are indications that 
if a detdaraCou of war removed all the 
present doubts the price of wheat 
abroad would advance sharply.

Tbe effect of war on home prices is 
not easy to anticipate. Sentiment 
would l>e a factor. Quick, decisive 
suoceases exhilirate a nation as they do 
individuals, encourage business as well 
as national reutures an«l quicken specu­
lation. Any advance in the wheat 
price on the other side wool«! be pre­
dicted upon some embarrassment to the 
export of American wheat.
