To Patrons of Rural Delivery.

Postmaster Tex ■‘desires to call at­
tention to the practice of some patrons 
of rural delivery of placing loose coins 
in their boxes each • time they desire to 
dispatch letters instead >*f -supplying 
themselves with postage1 in advance of 
their needs.

This practice imposes-undue hardship 
on rural carriers in removing loose 
coins from boxes and delays them on 
the service of their routes.

The postmaster, therefore, urgently 
requests that patrons of rural delivery 
provide themselves and keep on hand a 
supply of stamps consistent with and 
in advance of their needs. It is also 
very desirable that rural patrons place 
in their mail boxes small detachable 
cups of wood or tin in which to place 
coins, when necessary, in purchasing 
supplies of stamps.

Resolutions of Respect.

Notice to Subscribers.

A recent ruling by the Post Office 
Department restricts the extensio 
of credit by newspaper publishers to 
their subscribers to a period not to ex­
ceed one year form the date to which 
the subscription is paid. When a sub­
scriber is one year in arrears his name 
must be dropped or a one-cent stamp 
must be affixed to each copy of the pa­
per mailed to him. This, of course, is 
prohibitive, and as a failure to ob­
serve the ruling would result in being 
denied the second-class postage rate, a 
strict compliance with the rule is nec­
essary. The rule went into effect Jan 
1st with April 1st named as the final 
limit for complying with its provisions.
