The D ead B a rd ’s R eview ers.
The death of the poet Stedman a t 

th e  beginning of the  year and a few 
months a fte r the passing of Aldrich, 
who was generally considered his su­
perior In verse, naturally  brought to 
the fore the question, How much, If 
any, of Steilman’s work will live? In 
his threefold capacity as “poet, critic 
and m an of affairs,” says a w riter in 
the New York Sun, “Edm und Clarence 
Stedman was a good specimen of the 
manhood of America, ef th a t paradox- 
leal race which le a t once the  most 
ideal loving and the hardest working 
of the nntione.” Colonel Thomas W ent­
worth Higgtnson thinks th a t Sted- 
m an's “K earny a t  Seven Tines” will 
be one of the few  poems of the civil 
w ar th a t will l a s t  Scarcely any of the 
longer poems from his pen will live in 
the opinion of th is reviewer.

William Stanley B ralthwatte, w rit­
ing in the Boston Transcript, trea ts of 
Stedman, Stoddard and Ahlrich as 
three  American poets who held the 
younger generation to the age of Em­
erson. Till« reviewer thinks that if, 
as has boon declared, Stoddard was a 
lesser B ryant and Aldrich a lessor 
Longfellow, Stedman was a leseer 
W hittier and also a g reater W hittier. 
This last argum ent Is sustained by the 
opinion that, whereas W hittier only 
chanced at intervals to be a perfect 
a r t is t  Stedman was alw ays a perfect 
a rtist. Of the three poets Stedman 
left tho "more definite impression upon 
the  popular mind in several lyrics 
which are almost as fam iliar as some 

i of the bette r known of our older 
’ poets."
