An important business transaction
was closed this week by which the cot- 
trolling interest in the Central Point 
State Bank, formerly owned by T. M. 
Witten, was transferred to J. O. Isaac­
son, recently from Pasadena, California. 
Mr. Isaacson visited this section about 
a month ago while taking his annual 
vacation and was so favorably impress­
ed with the business conditions, climate 
and general appearance o f the valley 
that he determined to locate here. 
Learing that Mr. Witten contemplated 
retiring from business for awhile on 
account o f  his health, Mr. Isaacson 
entered into negotiations with him for 
the purchase of his interests here and 
the deal was practically closed at that 
time. Mr. Isaacson returned to Cali­
fornia and, after closing out his interests 
there and tendering his resignation from 
the position he then held, immediately 
returned here and closed the deal with 
Mr. Witten and took charge o f the 
business, having been duly elected to 
the position o f cashier and director to 
succeed Mr. Witten, at a regular meet­
ing o f the bank's directors.

Mr. Isaacson comes to us with the 
highest recommendations, having for­
merly owned the Bank o f  Faucett, at 
Faucett, Missouri, and later holding a 
large interest in the Crown City Bank, 
at Pasadena, o f which he was for some 
time cashier.

One mis­
guided comrade, recently from the east 
and not yet hardened to camp life in 
Oregon, filed a .formal complaint in a 
business meeting that he was not fur­
nished straw to sleep on, and immedi­
ately a dozen or more members o f the 
W. R. C. stole away to the straw pile 
and, filling their arms and aprons with 
“ army feathers,”  they surrounded the 
complaining comrade and literally buried 
him in straw and chaff. It was his treat.

On Wednesday evening Hon. B. F.
Mulkev, district attorney for this dis­
trict, made an excellent address at the 
grounds.
