COPCO ANNOUNCES
ANOTHER RATE REDUCTION

effective May 15, 1929.
-------- 0-------

It has just been announced by 
P. O. Crawford. Vice-president and 
general manager of T h e  California 
Oregon Power Company, that an­
other reduction in electric rates in 
Southern Oregon will become e ffec ­
tive as of May J5. 1929.

This latest rate revision will ben­
efit users of small motors under 
the power rate. Large users under 
the commercial and heating rate 
wilt also obtain service at a lower 
cost than heretofore.

The above class of customers did 
not benefit by the reduction on Oct­
ober 1st, which was confined to 
domestic and commercial lighting 
customers. Under the new power 
schedule the first block has been 
reduced from 8c to 6c ped kiliwatt 
hour and in the case of the heating 
and cooking rate large users will 
be charged for a certain number 
of hours at 1c instead of l ’ic  as 
formerly.

Judging from the number of cus­
tomers affected end their average 
use at the present time, it is es­
timated that they will save, under 
the new rates, about $12,200 a year.

These new rates have been ap­
proved by the Public Service Com­
mission of Oregon and will become
