Hazards of night driving will be
considerably lessened during the
coming winter months if Secrelary
of State Hal E. Hoss is successful
in his plang to eliminate the “one-
eved” automobiles, or cars with
only one head light, from the Ore-
gon highways,

“There is no excuse for so many
carsg operating with only one head-
light,” says Mr. Hoss, “and | am
determined to see conditions im-
proved over what they have been.
I expect soon ‘lo issue general in-
structions to the state traffic patrol
to wage relentless war against the
“one-eyed” automobiles, and will
ask all sheriffs, town marshals and
other peace officers to cooperate.
If reports indicate that it will be
necessary to take violators into
court, in addition to giving warn-
ings, I will issue orders to that ef-
fect. Heretofore violators have got-
ten off with warnings, but I believe
the offense serious enough to just-

ify a fine. A combination of wet
pavement, high speed, and a car
with one headlight only, results too

often in an accident Motorists are
urged to lend their cooperation in
this campaign by keeping both head
lights in proper working order.,”

Industrial output declined
slightly during September bhut,
with the exception of building, was
in larger volume than in September,
1928, Sales at retail and at whole-
sale, sales of new automobiles, and
waterbone intercoastal trade of the
district were moderately larger than
a yvear ago. Sales at retail increased
more than they usually do from Au-
| Busl to September. Freight carload-
| ings on railroads of the district were
fewer in number during September,
1929, than in either August, 1929, or
September, 1928. Commodity prices
moved to lower levels during Sep-
tember, following the trend noted

| during the preceding month. The

declines were widely distributed.

| The total amount of credit extend-
ed by member banks of the District
increased substantially during Sep-
tember and the first week of Octo-
ber. Available figures indicate that
the volume of commercial loans of
member banks, declined during the
month but that customers’ demands
for additional loans on securities
increased. The funds needed to
| meet the increased demand for loans
were obtained largely by reductions
in the investment accounts of the
banks, although there was also an
increase in their borrowings from
the Reserve Bank. Holdings of
bills discounted and of securities at
the Federal Reserve Bank of San
Franeisco increased auring Septem.
ber and early October, reaching
seasonal peak in the second week of
the later month., A large proportion
of the acceptances purchased during

this period originated within the
I'I'\\'t-lf!h District, the remainder,
{ particularly during recent weeks,

being purchased in the New York

market,
