DROUGHT
* If mankind ever learns how to 

forecast the weather for even a few 
weeks ahead, it will mark the begin­
ning of our final victory over Na­
ture. But so long as we are at the 
mercy of the weather we can hardly 
say that we have conquered our 
environment.

The drought of 1930. extending 
throughout the Middle West and 
the South, is the severest in 30 
years. Last year the Northeast and 
the Northwest suffered from lack of 
rain, hut without serious economic 
consequences. Tliyi year the wheat 
and corn belts arc the victims, with 
greatly reduced crops as a result.

The compensation lies in the 
larger market for wheat, as a aub- 
aitute for corn for cattle feeding, 
and higher prices for both grain» 
because of the short supply.

No Similar Calamity Ha» Been So Widespread Or Done 
So Much Damage

The (»real Drouth of 1930 will 
go ilown lit history us one of (be 
most serious calamities which ever 
befell the I Tilled Slates.

As Ibis is w ritten, there has been 
no rainfall, or none of consequence 
in an areu which covers ncurly 
one-third of tile United Stales for 
weeks. There wax less thiiil half 
the normal rainfall for months be­
fore that. Last w inter was a dry 
one. Indeed, since December the 
greater purl of the United Stales 
nus received less than half of its 
normal share of ruin.

It makes little difference in some 
important regions w hether rain 
conics now or not. The damage 
has been done.

Dr. Marvin, Chief of lite U. S. 
Weather Bureau, says:

"This is unquestionably the 
worst drouth in the history of the 
W eather Bureau, and the Bureau 
is sixty years old." ;

Never before tins a drouth as­
sumed sueli serious proportions us 
Io stir the whole nation Io relief 
efforts. ;

In regions where pastures have 
been burned up, w ater sources huve 
gone dry and crops hove failed u t­
terly, the Bed C ru x  is beginning 
active relief work.; President Hoov­
er and the Farm board have auth­
orized tlie extension of Govern­
ment credit to farmers in the stric­
ken regions on the most lilicrul 
terms, 't he Intel state Commerce 
Commission has authorised re­
duced freight rates on livestock 
and cuttle feed. The President tuts 
appointed a relief commission 
Which will do wtiat can humanly 
be done Io alleviate dislricss, for 
in sonic parts of the Mississippi 
Valley farm er people are actually 
on the verge of starvation because 
of the los» of all their crops and 
their livestock because of the dry 
went tier.

The year 1930 will be known, as 
out Washington correspondent put 
it, us "the year when the Kentuc­
ky Blue Grass turned white.”

Nobody is able yet to estimate 
the total loss to agriculture in dol­
lars. Inti it wilt run into the hun­
dí eds of millions. The corn crop 
is so serTiusly damaged that in 
that one commodity alone the loss 
may run to a half a billion.

Added to Hie lack of rain, or 
In i ause of it, extremely high tem­
peratures have been rapedenecd  
all Summer in (lie country east of 
Tie Rocky Mountains.

Daytime tem peratures especially 
were exceedingly high, wit.i 100 
degrees or higher reported from 
seel ions east of the Rocky Moun­
tains on every day of the month 
front the 4lh to its close. The daily 
maximum averaged from 91 to 98 
i.egrees in (tic central and northern 
portions of Alabama and Mississippi 
Northern Louisiana, Wcsl?rn I tn  
nesee. the lower Ohio Valley, Ar­
kansas and the greuter portions of 
Xaus.i,. Oklahoma and Texas. The 
highest teuipcrnture» occitred the 
last few days of the month, when 
Kansas northw ard reported 100 to 
tot. degrees.

Everywhere rivers, creeks an d ' 
brooks are dried up or running ex­
tremely low. There is a scarcity 
of water lor live stock and do- I 
inestic uses. In the worst affec- 
icd zones cattle are dying for lack 
o f  water and pasturage. In others 
the stockmen, anticipating what 
may lie ahead, are selKng their 
herds at sacrifices. In large sec-1 
tors of the Eastern orchard b e lts , ' 
the fruit is burned to a crisp and i 
useless for any purpose. Hay anti 1 
other pasturage crops are affected 
and corn has sufered marked det- ; 
erioriation. The damage involves I 
every slate in which the raising 
of grain is a principal industry.

The part of the country hit har 
dcsl is the Mississippi Valley. This 
area comprises Western West Vir­
ginia, Southern Ohio, Indiana and 
Illinois, Eastern Missouri and Ar­
kansas, Western Tennessee and 
Mississippi and Eastern Louisiana. 
The area is increasing and a si­
tuation almost as serious ttow ex­
ists in Oklahoma, Eastern Texas, 
Kansas, Iowa and Nebraska and the 
remaining States in which the 
drouth first assumed grave propor­
tions. Virginia, ! Maryland, Dela­
ware, North Carolina and Alabama 
face a serious situation, as do ttie 
Slates on the eastern slopes of the 
Rockies. Minnesota, Wisconsin. 
New England, New York and the 
Pacific Coast states are the only 
sections in which conditions de­
scribed as semin.irmal still exist. 
A phenomenon is the case of Flo­
rida and Georgia. Neither lias 
been seriously affected.

The grain crops, with the excep­
tion of corn, have escaped the 
heat. Those crops were ready for 
the harvest before Hie drouth be­
came serious. The major dam- 
ae affects corn, cotton, fruits, hay 
and live slock. That ruin is fac­
in g  vast numbers of farm ers is 
certain.

One source of w orry arises from
Hie fact of burn-up pastures. Many 
ranchmen are said already to he 
feeding Hie hay usually reserved 
for w inter feed. While the early 
forage crops were abundant they 
can only go so far tow ard supple­
menting the lnck of pasturage.

In Oregon there are ttiree in­
fested counties, two eastern coun­
ties and Jackson. How the pest got 
into the local fields, is only a mat­
ter of conjecture but the fact that 
it is here is working a hardship 
upon the growers due to Hie fact 
that all hay must be consumed at 
home.

The weevil first made its appear­
ance in the west in Utah and since 
its discovery it has spread over 
several states anti as yet methods 
for its eradication are indefinite as 
no real satisfactory method of con- 

■ trot has been discovered.

I not to haul any alfalfa hay into 
Josephine county as ignorance is 
not considered a good excuse for 
the disobedience of the quarantine 
rules.
