It will not be necessary to register 
for rationing cards for trucks or 
other'motor equipment readily Iden­
tified as "commercial." for th s 
group will have no restrictions In the 
purchase of gasoline. Other vehicle» 
not easily identified, which will have 
unlimited purchase privileges, will be 
registered to obtain "X" classifica­
tion cards.

Everyone who registers for gaso­
line, May 28 and 29. must take to his 
nearest elementary school, a sta.e 
motor vehicle registration card for 
each vehicle that he intend» to regis­
ter for a ration card. This certificate 
is presented to the registrar at the 
school, where a Class A, B-l, B-2 or 
B-3 card will be assigned, depending 
upon the essential mileage to and 
from work and In pursuit of a gainful ' 
occupation.

The register will write’ the serial 
number of the gasoline ration card j 
and the classification type of card on 
the back of the motor vehicle régis- 
tration card. No one will be issued a 
ration card if this Information is al­
ready recorded on the motbr vehidi
