Oregon traffic crashes during 
July and August will kill at 
least 86 people, state traffic safe­
ty officials predicted today. The 
figure represents the average 
death toll for those months dur­
ing the past five years. Sixty- 
nine died during July and Aug­
ust last year, 96 in 1952, 81 in 
1951, 115 in 1950, and 70 in 1949.

These two months generally 
are most dangerous, since high­
way travel hits the year’s high 
Last year, 1,24,68,136 miles were 
rolled up on Oregon streets and 
highways during two summer 
months.

er Lansing, safety division direct­
or, stated. ‘We know travel will 
be as high if not higher than last 
year, and we’re daring drivers to 
make liars of our statistics by 
turning in an improved death 
record.
