BASIC SCHOOL FUND

Two bills which propose a new
formula for a distribution of the
basic school fund were the sub-
ject of a lengthy hearing before
the senate committee on educa-
tion Monday. Both bills provide
a substantial increase in the
equalization factor of the form-
ula under which this fund is dis-
tributed. Supporters of the bills
argued that it is the responsibil-
ity of the state to provide educa-
tion for its youngsters and that
under this theory the money
should be taken from those areas
in which the greatest wealth ex-
ists and distributed where the
children live. Opposition to
these measures comes largely
from Multnomah county and
from eastern Oregon counties
with high assessed valuations in
proportion to their school pop-
ulations.
