This lutter is to the effect that every

mian is entitled to sowme
for advancement intellectually
socially ; thut a mere sufficiency of
coarse food and clothing is not enoagh ;
that the poorest should be able to enjoy
lvisuro at times ; that any condition of
soviety which reguires toil
from the masses, and repays it only
with the means of keeping life in the
body, i altogether wrong, and calls for
radical reformation. A few yvears
some American eritics, who cloarly had
not {reed themeelves from old-world-
ideas, began to say that the American
farmoer was becoming too extravagant,
and that his profusion was the cause
hard times. It seomed that ho would
not rest content with a purely animal
lifte, Hp wanted comfort in his sur-
rotndings. He wanted education for
his children, newspapers and books fo
himself. Te even aspired to s carpet
for his parlor and a piano for his daugh-
ters.  All this, the critice thought, wase
very sad, and plain prool of degenera-
tion in our agriculturists. But it was
nothing of the kind. Tt was simply the
evolution of the American idea. The
farmer was right to =eek comfort und in-
tellectual nourishment, and education
for his childreu, and music, and cheers
ful and beautiful sorroundings. 1t is
the people who set their ideal high who
come nearest to attaining it, and demo-
cracy would e a mockery and a de-
Iusion if it did not stimuolate the masses
to hetter things, and make them dis-
contented with sordid and narrow modes
of living.

The gpread of the American idea can-
not be hindered, either. It has given
to this country its greatness and
strength, and its success on this contin-
ent is a guarantee for its propagation
wherever the majority are still unen-
frunchised, Leisure to think and to act ;
& margin for intellectual expausion ; op-
portunity  to develop manhood and
womanhood; these are the demands
which the people everywhere are mak-
ing or sbout to make, bécause they sce
that in America the idea of man's des-
tiny and rights has been lurgely worked
out to a satisfactory conclusion.

Advices from British Columbia state
thatin defiance of the customs laws,
sinuggling is being carried on belween
that provinee and the United States on
a gigantic scale, The most profitable
part of the trade is found in sinuggling
opium, tobaceo and fancy goods into
Washington territory from Victoria,
This is done at & lurge profit, as in the
item of opium ajove the duty is §10 per
pound, snd the Clisese will take all
that can be run in. The caplain of &
steamer plying on Puget sound, who
appenrs (o be well segoainted with the
habits of the smoggers, states that
those pogaged in the business find wo
dificulty in running goods [rom Victo-
ria futo Washinglon territory.
