know what wo suffer, " said the driver of a
Third nvcnuo car ton reporter. "It Isn't
the long hours alone. It Isn't the cold or
the heat, or the small pay that we arc com-
pelled to put up with, but many of us
suffer physically, and do duty when wo
ought to bo in a hospital. The most com-
mon, if not most serious of our complaints
arc the chilblains, from which not ono in
ten of the drivers on the line escape.

a swelling of the legs with persistent pains
in the feet, followed by numbness in the
legs and ultimately partial paralysis.

4 to this matter said to tho reporter: "The
constant gravitation of the blood and other
fluids to tho lower extremities, and the
drivers' habit of standing with their weight
thrown on their heels, are tho reasons for
this lamentable state of things. The result
is that tho perpetual jar and jolt-
ing of the car arc transmitted
by direct vibration along the
bones of the leg and thigh to tho spinal
column that continues and rests on them.
In the first stage of the discac resulting
from this source the man becomes irritable
and nervous without being able to a'slgn
any reason for it. A little later ho has
dull pains in the lumbar region, and an in-

tolerable sense of weight in the legs. The
immediate cause of these symptoms is con-

gestion of the spinal cord and its meninges,
tho disease being, in point of fact, a
species of meningitis, that seldom proves
fatal in itself, but is the precursor of other
nervous maladies of a more serious com-
plexion. "

In conversation with n number of
drivers the reporter found that a majority
of them were suffering from the effects of
long standing, many of them being com-
pelled to wear bandages. Many of them
nlso suffer from thesymptomsof varicosity
and spinal irritation and some medical
men, who have tho largest practice with
people of this class, express doubts
whether a 's average term of
service exceeds seven years.

AN OLD OREGONIAN.

The Recent Victim of n Tragical Sul
dde in New York City.

Fielding C. Rrown, gonomlly known
from Arizona lo Alaska n "l'lioHm,"
was tlio man who committed sii'tdtto in

Now York on tho lOtli tilt., by throw-

ing himself from a third-stor- y window

of nn apartment houso while temporari-

ly deranged by nccuto neuralgia. Ho
was an old-time- r, nnd woll known to nil

pioneers, lwthin Oregon nnd California.
In 1SM-5- 2 ho was interested In the
Arcado sporting house, on Commercial
street, in San Francisco, with John C.

C.xbnnlea and Col. Jack Gamble. In
1853 ho was In Crosccnt City, running a
pack train fiom Unit placo into the "Sai-

lor diggings," and othor mining ramps
in'southcrn Oregon. In 1P(0 ho came to
Portland, and he remained a few months,
nnd thou went up to Tho Dalles, where
ho entered into partnership with tho late
Victor Trovitt in tho saloon business.
Tho snloon was culled "Tho Jit.
Hood." nnd wnri destroyed by
ilro on tho 21st day of May, 1871)

Tho nlaco was a feature of tho
town while- Brown & Trovitt kept it,
and was famous, not only for its delecta
ble potations, but nlso for tho works of

art that hung upon its walls. Alter tho
discovery of gold in southern Idaho
Crown wont to Roiso City with a set of
appliances for the manufacture of soda
water, which are ttiil in use in that city.
As Idaho declined in mineral output,
old Rrown went back to California, and
thence to Tombstone, Arizona, where lie
made a fortune of some f 10,000, with
which ho took his departure for New-York- .

Shortly after his arrival in the
empire city ho made tho acquaintance
of a very beautiful quadroon girl, whom
he married. They did not live very
happily together, as might liavo been
expected, from tho fact that there was
over 40 years' difference 111 their nges.
Rrown w ill be remembered by nil w ho
were here in the days of the Nez Perce
mining excitement. His occupation as
!i gambler was his only fault. In all
other respects ho was a man of excel-
lent character, and strictly reliable in
all matters that demanded high person-
al integrity. He was a native of Colum-
bus, Georgia, and about 70 years old at
the time of Ir death. His powers as a
raconteur were equal to Vivian in his
palmiest days, and his story of

Thomas upset a stage near Sol-m- a,

Alabama, was a curt' for the blues,
lu Tho Dalles he will bo particularly re-

membered as the mithor of many un-

pretentious acts of charity which will
go far to redeem his name from the
obloquy society places upon his voca-
tion.

Cleveland Again Declares for Civil
Service Reform.

New Youk, Dee. 29. The new civ ii

servico reform league on December 20
addressed n letter to President-elec- t

Cleveland, in which they announced a
fear that the new administration might
not carry out tlie provisions of the civil

service act, and expressed a hope that
this would not prove to be tho case.
To this Cleveland replies us follows:

Auun'y, Dec. 25. Hon. George AVill-ia-

Curtis, President Dear Sir: Your
communication dated December 20, ad-

dressed to me on behalf of the national
civil service reform league, has been
received. That practical reform in the
Jvil sen ice is demanded Is abundantly
established by the fact that tho statute
referred to in your communication pass-

ed in congress w ith the assent of both
political parties, and by tho further fact
that a sentiment is generally prevalent
among patrotic people, calling for a fair
and honest inforeement of the law which
has been thus onacted. I regard myself
pledged to this, because my conception
of true democratic faith and public du-

ties requires that this and all other stat-
utes should bo, in good faith and with-

out evasion, enforced; and bceauso, in
many utterances made prior to my
election as president, approved by the
party to which I belong, and which
I l.avo no dispoiition to disclaim,
I have, In effect, promised the
people that this should bo dono.

I am not unmindful of tho fact you re-

fer to that many of our citizens fear
that tho recent party change in tho na-

tional executive may demoristrato that
abuses which hae grown up in the civil
servico arc ineradicable. I know they
are deeply rooted, and that tho spoils
system has been supposed to be inti-

mately related to success, in tho main-
tenance of party organizations, and I
am not sure that those who profess to
bo frienda of civil servico reform will
stand firmly among its advocates when
they find it obstructing their way to
patronage and place. Fully appreciat-
ing the trust committed to my charge,
no such consideration slmll cause relax-
ation on my part of the earnest effort to
enforce this law.

Thoro is a class of govornmont por-

tions which aro not within tho letter of
the civil service statute, but which aro
so disconnected witli the policy of an
administration that removal therefrom
of tho present incumbents, in my opin-

ion, should not lw made during tho
terms for which they wero appointed,
solely on partisan ground, and for tho
purposo of putting in their placo Uiopo

who aro in political accord with tlio ap-

pointive power.
But many now holding such positions

have forfeited all just claims lo reten-
tion, becauo thoy used their places for
party purposes in disregard of their du-

ty to tho people, and because, instead of
being decent public servants, they have
proved themselves offensive partisans
and unscrupulous manipulators of local
party management. The lessons of the
past should bo unlearned. Huch off-

icials, as woll as their successors, should
bo taught that efficiency, fitness and
devotion to public duties are the condi-

tions of their continuanco In political
placo, and that quiet and unobtrusive

oxorclso of Individual political tights is
I a reasonable measure of their patty
service.

If I wero nddrosemg 110110 but party
friends t should doom It entirely projwr
to remind thorn that though tho coming
administration Is to bo. democratic, a
duo rcgnid for the people's intorcst
docs not poimit faithful party work to
bo always rewarded by appointment lo
olllce, and to say lo them that while
democrats may expert nil proper consid-
eration, selections forolllco not cnilimc
cd within tho civil service rules will bo

based upon sulllcionl itiquity as to fit

ness, instituted by those charged with
that duty, rather than upon persistent,

d lecoiniuendat'on on behalf
of candidates for appointment.
