G. Scroggs of lloseburc was in
Fortland last week, and while there,
says the Xews, Scroggs informed a gen
tleman that ho had lately been oer the
country between Douglas county and
Coos bar, to acquaint himself with it.
lie also stated that he was to meet at
Itoseburg lat Sunday a railroad survey
ing party of five from California whom
he is tf guide over the country he has
lately examined. The surveying party
came overland and by special train from
Ashland, and it is believed that they
came to select and survey a railroad
route between Roseburg and Coos bay.
The Oi egon Southern Improvement com-

Tho suppression of tlio colored voto iu
tho south will bo tho leading political
issuo iu a national Bonso until the wrong
is righted. There is one tiling about
white men that history has proved to bo
true they havo novcr been known to
submit to a political injustice. Their
rights are hold to bo nbova nil interest
or expediency and thoy will not bo
rulod by force or fraud. Clovcland is
president to-d- ay because tlio right lo
vote is donied by forco to one-seven- of
tho republic. That is tlio fact in cold
figures, and one million men did not
stand up to Ira shot down for any such
result. Tho democratic party may as
well prepare to meet tho issuo: The
votes of tho Bouth must bo counted as
cast, and tho right to cast them bo un-

obstructed, or their votes iu congress
and tho electoral college will bo reduced
to correspond.

Tuko this example: Iowa, Wisconsin,
Kansas, California and Minnesota cast
33 electoral votes, on a basis of 1,247,775
voters or JttJ.KJO votes to an elector,

Next, Georgia, Alabama, Mississippi,
South Carolina and Louisiana cast 33
votes, on 11 basis of 018,563 voters or
10,278 votes to an elector.

Hero then aro five states iu the south
that havo double tho political power of
tho five states of tho north on the
same basis of population. And they
get this power by intimidation and mur-
der. That is tho cold,
self-justifi- fact. Save in the debates
of congress tho facts are not concealed
or attempted to be, but admitted and
justified. What is to bo done but re-

move the wrong and wic out tiic stain ?

The other states that aro thus over-weigh-

by this crime have no choice
of positions. It cannot remain or their
manhood must be surrendered ; it can
not be permitted or is
a farco and destroyed; it cannot be tol-

erated, for public crimes are aid for in
the end by tho nation err.utting them.
The holding of these men as slaves cost
this nation four years of the bloodiest
and costliest war of history, and if we
allow their rfght to be denied by force
and crime, the consequence will come to
us sooner or later. There is no escaiw
from the issue it is forced upon the justice-

-loving people of the nation, and
must be settled first and for all time.

Do the apologizcrs of wholesale dis-

franchisement imagine that the republi-
can party will stand quietly by and sec
the policy it has established sacrificed
without a vigorous protest? It gave the
ballot to the colored man, to protect
him in his rights and property. Thirty-eig- ht

votes in congress and the same
number in the electoral college are
based upon the colored population of
the south. It would be the bight of
folly for the republican patty to permit
those 3S votes to be seized by fraud and
cast against it in every decisive contest.
One presidential struggle has been de-

cided already by these votes, and with-

in 10 years past at least three houses of
representatives have been controlled by
the democrats in the same way. Is any
man so purblind as to think that the re-

publican party is stupid enough to per-

mit this to go on? This question of frue
suffrage has been called a sentimental
issue, and it is true that it appeals
strongly to the moral sense of the na-
tion, which lias been Bliocked by the
colossal depravity tho democratic party
has displayed in the matter. But there
never was a more practical question in
politics than this. It appeals not only

the sense of right and justice of voters
the north, but to tho material inter-

ests of every man who has a dollar in-

vested in industrial enterprises. The
overthrow of protection and the estab-
lishment of free trade is tho goal toward
which the democratic party is moving,
and it will not stop until its object is ac-

complished or the hoeles8ness of the
task is proved. Protection, however, is
not the only issue the right solution of
which is menaced by southern ballot-bo- x

stuffing and miscounting. One
need only to study the votes cast in
congress by the southern democrats on
bills relating to civil service reform, and

sound currency and other vital meas-
ures to bee how all governmental ques-
tions are affected by an honest suffrage.
It would be the night of folly for the re-
publican party, w hicli is right on all
these questions, to leave in the hands
of its opponent the very means neces-
sary to defeat these important meas
ures.

Beecher's Eulogy on Grant.

Boston, Oct. 22. An immense crowd
assembled in Tremont temple
to hear Henry Ward Beecher's eulogy
on Gen. Grant. The speaker be
gan with a brief sketch ot tho life of
Grant, alluding to his lack of success In
early business pursuits, and his connec-
tion with tho war with Mexico. He re
ferred to the need of the north at tho
opening of the war of tho rebellion for a
man of iron mold, who had but two
words in his vocabulary, "Victory or
annihilation," and added; "Three
great names were rising to sight Slier
man, Thomas, Shendau, and, larger
than either, Grant. With his advent
the armies with some repulccs went
steadily forward from conquering to
conquer. Aside from all military quali-
ties, ho had one absorbing spirit tho
union must bo saved; tho rebellion
must bo beaten ; tho confederate armies
must bo threshed to chaff as on a sum-
mer threshing floor. Ho had no politi-
cal ambition, no imaginary reputation
to presorvo or gain, but a grear genius
for grand strategy, a comprehension of
complex and vast armies, caution, pru-denc- o

and silence while preparing, an
endleBS patience, an indomitable will,
and a real, downright fighting quality.
Thus at length Grant was really born.
Ho had lain in tho nest for long us an
infertile egg. Tho brooding of war
batched tho egg, and an eagle came
forth."

The speaker then referred in detail to

tho condition of tho nrmtes, tho motives
ruling tho commanders and soldiers ot
both sides, tho many florco battles in
which thousands worn killed mid many
more thousands wounded, nnd nddod :

"Into this sulphurous storm ot war
Grant entered, almost unkuown. It
was with dllllculty that ho could ob-

tain a command. Onco sot forward,
and Donelson, Slilloh, Vicksburg,
Chickaniauga, tho Wilderness. Spottsyl-vani- a,

Petersburg, Appomattox thoso
were his footsteps. In four ycara ho had
risen without political favor from tho
bottom to tho very bight of command
not second to any living commander in
tho world."

Keviowing his military career ns a
whole, Beecber said: "lie never lost
courage or equanimity. With a million
men, for whoso movements ho was re-

sponsible, ho yet carried a tranquil
mind, neither distressed by disasters
nor elated by success; gentle of heart,
familiar with alt, never boasting, always
modest, his work was dono, nnd the do
feat of tho confederate armies was final.
This dreadful man of blood was as tend
er toward his lato adversaries as n wom-

an toward her son. He imosed no
humiliating conditions, spared the feel
ings of his antagonists, sent homo the
disbanded southern men with food nnd
horses for working their crops, and
when a revengeful spirit in tlio ex-

ecutive chair showed itself, and threat-
ened tho chief of southern generals,
Grant, with holy indigu.vtion, interposed,
himself and compelled his superior to
relinquish his rash purpose."

Tlio speaker dwelt at somo furtiier
length uon Grant's military career,

in passing charges which attribu-
ted lus success to luck and criticisms
uion what somo one called waste of his
own soldiers aud butchery of his ene-
mies, and iu concluding his remarks
upon Grant's military life said: "All
the summer, all the autumn, all the
winter, all the spring, and in early sum-
mer again, he hammered Leo with blow-o-

blow, until at Appomattox the great,
but not the greatest, southern general
went to tho ground. Having brought
tho long and disastrous war to a close,
in his own heart Grant would have
chosen to havo rested upon his laurels
and lived a retired military life. It wor
not to bo permitted. He was called to
the presidency by universal acclama-
tion and it fell upon him to conduct the
campaign of reconstruction, even more
burdensome than the war."

After dwelling upon various acts of
Gen. Grant's national administration
and reconstiuction policy, ho summed
up his administrative career as follows:
"On the whole, if one consider the in-

trinsic difficulty of the questions belong-
ing to his administration, tho stormy day
of politics and parties during his eight
years, it must be admitted that the
country owes to his unselfish disposi-
tion, to his general wisdom, to his un-

sullied integrity, if not tho meed of tho
wisest, jet tlie reputation of one who,
prominent in war, was eminent in ad-

ministration, more, jwrhaps, by tho wis-

dom of a noble nature than by that in-

telligence which is bred only by experi-
ence. Perfidious counselors and cor-
rupt parasites alono dimmed tho light
of his political administration."

Beecher then dwelt ujon the retired
life of Grant, referring to his business
reverses and the equanimity which char-
acterized him subsequently, nnd after
speaking briefly of his fatal sickness,
concluded as follows : "A man he was
without vices, with an absolute hatred of
lies, and an ineradicable lovo 01 truth;
of perfect loyality to friendship, neitiier
envious of others nor selfish himself;
and with zeal for the public good un-

feigned. Ho has left to the memory
only such weaknesses as connect him to
humanity, and such virtues as will rank
him among heroes. Tlio tidings of his
death, long expected, gave a shock to
the whole world. Governments, rulers,
eminent statesmen and scholars from
all the civilized nations gave sincere
tokens ot sympathy. For tho hour sym-
pathy rolled as a wave over all our land;
it clced tho last furrows of the war; it
extinguished the last prejudice ; it effac-
ed tho last vestige ot hatred, and cursed
be the hand that brings them back.
Johnston and Buckner on one side, Sher
man and Sheridan upon the other of his
bier ; ho has come to his tomb, a silent
symbol that liberty had conquered slav-
ery, patriotism rebellion, and peace war.
He rests in jeaee. No drum or con-no- n

shall disturb his rest. Sleep, here,
until another trumpet shall shako the
Heavens and earth; then come forth to
glory in immortality.

There are always a few facts that star
ne men oui 01 preconceived opinions,
and one of them has just como to light
bearing on the magnitude of tho busi
ness of this totmtry. The world lias
been interested in tlio Suez canal, and
the Egyptian war is at bottom caused
by the quoation of its possession. In
the United States wo havo a canal at
the HaSilt Sto. Muriu, connecting Lake
Superior with tho lower lakes an out-
let for the wildorness portion of the
northwest. Yet tho tonnage report just
mado to tho treasury department at
Washington shows that for tlio month
of September just closed tlio tonnage
that pasted through this canal was 30,-00- 0

tons more than that passing through
the Suez canal in the samo month. Yet
tho commerce of Lake Superior is so far
to ono side, o distant from tho heart ol
tho country and 00 new, that it has not
attracted the attention of tho country
generally. But the fact gives us somo
idea of tho tremendous volume of our
internal commerce, when Europe and
Asia over their great intercontinental
route fall behind our trade with what
wo call our unsettled possessions. It is
what freedom does for tradethat Is,
freedom to man, not free trade for

AmongvUio suggestions put forth by
Chamberlain, In tho ovont of tho nooi
ishmont of tho crown in England, Is that
the executive function might be lodged
in tho Beakor of tho ltbttso of commons.
This may sound strango to Amorican
ears, but wo must remember that tho
English idea is a government by parlia-

ment, with an oxecutivo represented by
a ministry directly responsible to U10

commons. As tho crown is now prac-
tically a fiction, there i no good reason
why tho fiction of an oxecutivo may not
bo lodged ono ploco ns well m anothor.
But the significant thing is not so much
whore tho executive iovor is to bo
lodged ns is the fact that a man who
has been in tho queen's ministry within
tho year should propose before the
people to abolish tho crown and
royal family altonethor. Many a head
has beon brought to tho block In Eng
land for a far lesa offense than this, and
people who think tho world is not mov
ing had better read up a few chaptore in
their historical works. The very fact
that this question is calmly and peace-

fully discussed in the journals and on
tho hustings of England is in itself a
revolution that a generation ago would
havo been thought impossible by any
authority short of the sword.
