From 1,800,000
uiocity waB reduced to l.wxmx), and a
bint has been thrown out that tho final
figures will not bo much abovo 1,500,000.
This would place New York's rate of in-

crease among tho lowest of largo cities.
Tho Now York papers nro now trying to
show that tlio census is not correct. The
city directory, they Bay, shows an in-

crease of 60 per cent, in the number it
contains. It is said also that houses
have been built out of proportion to the
reported increase of population. Tho

"registry of voters, making allowance for
this not being a presidential year, nhows
an increase of about 35 per cent, com-

pared to n reported increase in popula-

tion of about 25 per cent. Tlie Sun com-

pares the gain of 600,000 for Chicago
'with tho smaller gain for New York and
attributes it to partisan favoritism. Chi-

cago, in a sure republican state, is as-

sumed to havo been allowed to swell
hor census returns, while New York, a
democratic city in a doubtful state, ta
cheated the other way. Tho known
fact that Chicago has annexed large
suburbs since tho 1870 census was taken
accounts for a portion of its handsome
increase, but a close calculation will
probably "show Chicago to be the most
prosperous large city in the Unio n
Smaller cities may 1iav made larger
percentage of gains, but is well under-
stood that the high percentage does not
continue beyond tho first 100,000 or
200,000. Chicago is near the center of
population and is young, pushing and
proud of its growth. New York, a
much older city, carries a population of
perhaps one-tent- h of the whole who pre-

fer the quiet and dignity of maturity to
the clamor and unrest of excessive vi-

tality.
The Oregonian of last Saturday, says :

"This is not a year of grace bnt of dis-

grace to Oregon. In our state, enumer
ation doesn't enumerate, reason is to statements
that the enumeration is in incapable
hands. Enough is known to show that
the return of the census will fall at leat
25 per cent, below the actual population
of Oregon. The injury is not to Port
land alone. Eastern Oregon suffers in
even greater degree. And throughout
Western Oregon, as far as information
extends, there is the same general defi-

ciency. The results bear no proper pro-
portion to the voters and the school
population. Upon the official returns
of these two classes the total population
of Oregon cannot be less than 340,000.
It is doubtful whether the present cen-
sus will make it 275,000.

What is to be done about it ? The re-

sult is so manifestly farcical and false
that the people of Oregon should at
once make a demand upon the
of the interior, through the senators and
representatives at Washington, for dis-

missal of the present supervisors for
and for appointment of

supervisors who have personal energy
and business capacity to take a census
of the state. There is no need to ac-

quiesce in the results of the farce called
a census, have been reached under
the present feeble and incompetent
management. Oregon is not behind
Washington in population. She cast
73,400 votes in June against 58,443 cast
by Washington in November; and noth-
ing but official delinquency of the very
grossest kind could return in Oregon a
less population than that of Washing-ingto- n.

The demand, therefore, should be not
merely for a new census in Portland, but
for a new census in Oregon. To this end
the first necessary step is Buperse dure of

,. the present supervisors and total rejec-
tion ot their worthless work. In no local-

ity yet beard from have they enumerat-
ed 75 per cent, of tho population. There
is ample basis for a demand for a new
count for the state, and the demand
should bo up to Washington in
loudest tones. The state is cheated,
swindled, humiliated, by the inefficien.
cy of its census takers; and it will be
their own fault if our people allow the
result to stand. The censuB of Oregon
is Hie one phenomenal and incompara-
ble monument of indolence1, stupidity,
inefficiency, decrepitude, feebleness und
imbecility erected to the disgrace of a
Btate of the American republic, in this
year of our Lord, eighteen hundred and
ninety."

Sax Fkancisco, Aug. 4. The Bteamer
Jeanie arrived from Alaska viaNanaimo
this morning. Part of the Jeanie's
freight was 1500 letters from sailors of
the whaling fleet to their relatives and
friends in San Francisco. Captain Por-

ter reports that the salmon catch has
been a dismal failure, the only two ex-
ceptions, being the cannery at Alitak
bay, which packed 13,000 cases, and
that at Kaykak bay, which packed 11,-00- 0.

Theso aro only comparative suc-
cesses, as the Alitak bay cannery did
not clear last year, while the
Kaykak cannery lost 250,000. The
Karluk Packing Company, which
shipped 2.10,000 cases last year, has
only managed to pack 40,000 cases this
year.
