In other sections buy-
ers have largely withdrawn and wool can
be bought at lower figures,  Many grow-
¢rs however decline to sell at present, and
wome will undoubtedly hold oyer the sea-
sor”  They quote Ohto wools ot 28 to 33
cents; Colorado, 14 to 23 cents; ‘l'exas,
spring clip, 12 to 24 cents; Montana, un-
