Starvation,” The spokesman of the purty,
on belng intreduced 'o General Harrison,
said : “These men want such a pelicy as
will enrich us rather than that other pelicy
which tends %o the pauperlsm and destitu-
tion of our people. Ir short, they want
high wages,plenty of work and geod bread
and butter.”

General Harrison in reply sald : “Itis
net clear that that policy which secures
the largest amount of werk to be done at
home Is the policy which will secure to la-
bering men steady employment and the
best of " Inene short year the
deluded men, who, deubtless belleved that
aduty on the bituminous coal of Nova
Scotla was absolutely necessary te keep
thelr own mines working, find that they
have Harrison and protection without
plenty, and starvation without free trade,
Nor are the DBraidwood miners alene in
learning the bilter lesson that ante-election
premises bear no relation whatever to the
pessibilities of past electlon fulBillment.

ed by the Home Marketclub,  Bradstreet’s
repurts of business fallures for the first six
monthsof the year show for Massachusetts
the remarkable exhibit of 56y fallures with
liabilitles of $17,673,000, against only 394
fallures for the corresponding period ot
last year and liabilities of cnly $3,076,464
Vermont has had 26 fallures with Habili-
ties of $100,650. against only 17 faillures
and llabllities of $71,480 for the first six
months of 1888, Maine shows a similar
increase of risk in business. Both the
number of failures and amoust of iabili-
ties huve increased throughout the country
in the last six months as compared with
last year, and while it may not be fair 10
charge existing eonditions wholly 1o the
fact that Harrison, Wanamaker and com-
pany have industiious'y superintended the
peddling of public patronage for the past
four monthathese same conditions do show
most emphatically how much of impo
tency and hypocrisy there was in the res
publican pretensions of the remarkably
lying eampaign of 1888,
