HINIS TO HOUSEKEEPERS.
Emptied spools are utilized in making
hanging hook shelves orbrackets, Strung
upon srong wire they divide the shelves,
and, of asmaller sixze, they are used lo

Any color with eramel paiflt, and touched
with gilding, at pleasure,

To clean earpets: When the carpet s
well beaten and free from dust, lay It
Hghtiy down and serub it with sonp dis.
rolved in soft water mixed with bullock's
yali—ihout four gallons of water to a pint
of gall,  This will restore the colors of
the carpet to thelr original brightness and
make it look almost new. The brush ein
ployed should be of soft character, with
lonyg bilstles,

Blankets and furs put away well sprink-
led with borax, and done up alr-tight, will
never be troubled with moths,

It is o much better plan, than to do all at
once, to take up soine carpets in the Fall,
and the rest in the Spring, and so divide
the work, unless you want to feel that i is
all out of the way at once,

In binding coats, vests or tallor-mad e
dresses, do not use the silk binding braid,
for it soons frays out and needs repairiag
agala. The worsted that s fine and looks
$o much like the silk that it ean hardly be
told from it, can be procured, and s far
more durable and lasting,

Plgs  fcet, after belng thoroughly
cleansed, may be pickled by first bolling
them In slightly salted water, then pack.
ing inajar; pour over them verw strong
vinegar, with or without spice, to suit the
taste,
