When they
left  Boston they  had ao definfte Kdea of
the sens Wliey were Lo traverse, save they
were golng to the Pacific Ocean,  1During
the Revolutionary war HBritlsh ports wene
cut off from Amerlcan ships. As soon as
the independence of the United States
was acknowledged by Great Britain, the
sirfet enforcement of the old vnrepealed
savigation laws cut off from thelr former
haunts of commerce, and it became a
question from what ports American ships

coulid hring home coffee,sugar, splees and
1 Al Britlsh eclonkes were barred
sygulust th ns much as were those of

¥
Spain. So American ships salled Intothe
Eastern oeean where trade with the natives
wns free, There were six  enterprising
merchants of Boston, ] Barrell, S Brown,
C Bulfinch. J Darby, C Hatch and 1M
Pintard,who observing the fondness of the
Cliftiese for furs, litted out In 1787 two
ships for trade inthe Paclfic ocean, the
Washington and Colun wignificantly
named, under command of John Kendricks
with Capt Robert ¢, master of the
Washington, They salled  fearlessly
raund Cape Horn to the northwest coast
of Ameriea In quest of peltey to excha
for the costly Fabres of China,  They
were on this voast long before the
Itay company, These navigators salled
through 1l Straits of Fuca, first at the
time when the constitution of the United
States went into operation, two years be-
fore Vancouver, the English vavigator,
and Quimper and De Horo.  Capr Ken-
drejcks  had entered  every channel, Inlet
and harbor where there was a chance for
traffic.
