the country. In spite of the small increase
of country population during the decade,
the farmers have been less prosperous than
usual. They were able to feed the in-

creased city population and still had so

great a surplus of food products as to be

compelled to sell at a constantly declining
price for many of their staples. Unless
tome change is brought about in this re-

spect the tendency of population toward
the cities has not reached Its limit yet.
