HINTS TO IIUl'SE KEEl'EUS.

All jellies and preserves should be put in the
Jars while lukewarm, as the jelly or ijrup, if
it be thick, breaks after it becomes cold; the

jars should be left open till the next day.
Class jars of a small size, or large tumblers

are better for preserves than china, for should

they not keep well it can be detected immed-

iately.

A good way to discover the presence of
moths, and also to destroy them, is to place a

lighted candle in a basin of water. The moths
will be attracted by the Drat, and will drop
into the water.

To bake giotatoes, wash them very clean,

dry them with a towel and lay them in a good
oven. They will need about two hours to get
done. By baking them you get all the nutri

ment they contain. They are also .he most

wholesome, since in baking, a part of their
starch is already turned into sugar, and thus

some of the work to be done by digestion is

performed beforehand.
Khubarb stewed without sugar is of a most

attractive pink tint.
