ADDITIONAL resolutions.
That the national banks as banks of issue

be abolished.
That the government issue a sufficient

That the government of the United

States nationalize all railways, telegraphs,
telephones and other natural monopolies.

That all officers be elected by a direct
vote of the people.

That the ownership of land be restricted
to the citizens of the United States, or those
who may have declared their intention to
become such, and that the holding of land
or speculation purposes be condemned.
