upon fjr all practical purposei, and will not

be changed, except In minor details. 1 he

pallcyofa revenue tariff ill be pretty
closely adhered to in dealing with raw

materials and partly manufactured goods,
and considerable cuts will be made on fin-

ished productions.
The wool schedule miy be slightly

modified in the definitions of KOods, but it Is

believed that the duties will remain

the same, the maximum being 40

per cent, and the od valorem rates below

that figure bring generally reduced 5 per

c;nt. The provision regarilng silverlead
ores will - substantially that enacted by
the 53d congress, that lead ore shall pay

cents per pound, but that ores in which

the value of the silver is greater than that
of the lead shall be considered silver ores

and exempt from duty. The duty' on tin
plate is likely to be reduced from 2.2 to 1

tent per pound for the present, with perhaps
a reduction after a few years to the free
list. The bills which passed the house In

the last congress regarding cotton bagging
and binding twine made both absolutely
free of duty, but there has be:n some oppo-

sition to those provisions oa the giound
that they were not in harmony with other
parts of the tariff, and a moderate duty may
be retained. Block tin will probably be

made free of duty, as was unanimously
voted by the ways and means committee in

the last congress, at the demand of the tin

plate manufacturers.
It is calculated that an immense revenue

can be derived f'om a very small tax upon
the incomes earned by professional and

business men throughout the country, and
this will equalize the disproportionate bur-

den imposed upon the poor by some of the
tariff du'ies.

Maty are siict to have been

sold on the continent, and not a few In

England, for export to India, where the

native stales and private concerns are trans-

forming silver Into rupees.
Advices from Indii indicate that this

Illegal mintage Is not likely to Influence

values or Import? of silver materially.
