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FRUIT GRUWING.
How to Urow Trees, Care of Orchards, Does
Frult Growing Fay.

The tollowlng s a paper read by G W
Kuthe before the Tangent Grange, Nov 25,
1593, and published by request:

Tree growing Is so well understool In
this part of the country, that it s not
necessary to enter into a lengthy discuss-
ion of that, a few words however will
saflize,
= Frult trecs, Hie other plants, are first
started from seeds, planted just as we would
plant beans, potatocg or any other Kind of
vogetnbles, The greater nortlon of the
apple, pear and cherry, used on this coast,
are grown in Frapce, They sre alloweld to
grow one year {rom the seed; they are then
called sewllings, sfter which, they ure
ready for propagation fnta the varous va.
ricties of Ireit trees wantel,

Apples, pears and cherries, funlike plums,
prunes, apricots, nectarlnes, ete] can bo
propagated only from seedifngs of their
own orlgin, That Is to say, you could not
propagate an apple bud into a cherry seed
lings and vice versa s the case with plumy,
prunes and peaches, Propagation, as you
1o doult uniderstand, consbts In Inserting a
bud fiom a grafted frult tree into the seed-
ling, The bud is tlad witha string until
it is grown rolld, which will be in abont 20
days, alter which the atring is taken off aod
the seedling ent ofi just above the loserted
bud, The growth will thipa procoed from
the Tnserted frult bud, which
seedling a budded frult tree; (Ll
called budding.

Grafting consists of inzerting a coln from
Ihe gralted tree into the seedling slnck by
o different process than badding, tut
amounts to just the same “hing.

The plum, prune, pesch, spricoy and roe.
tarines ore grown either on peach stock,
erdinary plum or myrubolu plum  roots,
Propagation consists of budding or grafilog
the same a5 descrived beretofore.

Grapes, curtents,  poogelierries, roies,
msplerries, quince, and a great many other
things we wight muntlon are propagated
either by cultings or layers: Cubings con-
sists plmply fn culting pieces of the limbs
or branches and stiekipg them in the
ground.

Tayering conslits in  bendicg down the
branches and covering them with dirt, al-
lowing them to tuke root, after which they
e severed from the main vine or plant,
when they have become plants founded on
their own roots—perhaps this Is enough on
the propagating of tiges,

We will prdceed to the tree planting and
care of orchards, The lirst and pehaps
greatest question to  conshler in planting
an orchard §s the location,

It Is fooling away tlme and mopey fo
plant trees on while flat land,  ligh  black
woll, that will grow good crops of grain  or
vegetables, is also suitable for an orchard,
The ground ghould first be plowed as deep
ar possible, or what is still better it should
L tile drained and not be set cluser than 16
feet each way, Apple, pear and cherry
trees shoald not Le set closer than 20 feet
each way. Alter planilng, ine ground
should be plowed as deep as  possible  once
or {wlee a year, In addition to (his ft
should Le caltivated thoroughly from spring
until the middle of July, after which (*
Ehould pet be stlrred until the fall rmins sl
in,

Pruning—Ilums, prunes and peach trees
should be eut back at the time of planting
to not more than 2 feet, apple, prar and
cherry to not more than 3 feel, Tha first
year after planting the limbs should be cut
back not to exceed 6 inches Irom where they
started, The second and thjrd year they
should be cut back to tem inches, after
which nhout one-third of thie new  erowih
should be cup off each year. All kinds of
trees require all the sirength ol the graind
Apple, pear and cherry trees will Legin
bearing about the fourth or fifth year from
planting.

Prunes with proper care bear 20 pounds
of green fruit per bree the fourlh year; one
trushel the iftn year; the  eighth year they
will Lear sur bushels per  tree, and  con=
tinue increastog until 10 or 15 years ol
We have now considered growing, propa
gation, plunting orchands and pruning.
We will next take up the question of in-

infest froit trecs in Oregon way be men-
tionesl: The San Jose Scale, wooly uphis,
green aphis, peach borer, codlin moth, and
chorry, und pear sing; the most injurious
sthe San Joss sca's, This i without
doubt the most pernicions insect known in
this country, it infests all decidous troes,
they have nlso been found on some of the
evergreen visrietics,
They infest the bark of the limbs and
trunk of the trea, nlsa the leavesund fruit.
Their presence npon the bark will soon
tarn the sap part of the wood, Lencath tha
bark, ton reddish color, thelr presence
upon the fruit causes it to be  coverad with
bright rad spols and  whon badly  affected
the frust shrivels up and eracks open. The
senln of the female Incirpalar, and flat, ita
cobar s gray and yvellow, e scale of the
nle is black. The full grown scale s
scarcely one sixth of an jucliin dinmetor,
Lheir ogies are yellow, the young |
very aclive aml of & pale yellow colos, tliey
are barely to Lo seen whl the nuked cve.
Thit tuet that they multiply so  rapidly and
infost to nearly cvery varely of tree and
shmly, makes them the mosl pernicions
insect known.
Thie wooly l|l]1i.ﬂ is one of the worst ene-
nzies Lo the apphe tree, bt does  aot bother
any otlier varitios of fruit trees, the foet
that it works prnecipally on the roots of the
apple, wakes it one of the bardest to dew-
trow.  This lowect b= of o dard russety
hirow, its Lody is covered with whito dawn
of peottony appearance, on close exnmii-
nalion they way be found in neirly  every
orchird and nureery in Western Oregon,
Ve might goonin this way destribing
the different pests and  romedics for  their
extermioation nml conswme n grest deal of
tirma Trat perhinps it is nol necessary,
The gext thing we  want to consider.
Does fruit growing pay? Wa have not tiwe
or space to make but one Hlsdration  here,
that of prung growing. 13 woull not Le
novery bard mutter at the present  time for
ns Lo determiine whether “wheat growing
pays or nat.'* Were every bushe! of wheat
grown in Oregon sold at the present prices
it would not pay for the sogar and coffee
consumed in the state. We will caleulate
on one ncre of prunes for Gve years paying
$40 for the land, selting it to Irces and
counting expenses for five years,
Expenrei—1 acre lund, 340; 150 {rees, 4
cents, 85 20; plowlag land, $1 50; satting
trens $0.00; plowing and harsowing, $175;
