LAW OR FORCE.

(Philadelphia Record.)

Senator Lodge fears "that it is now

too late to adopt a policy w;:ich would

be effective, there (in Mexico) except
' a complete military occupation of the

country at great cost, which all of us
wish to avoid." The senator leaves it

to be inferred that there was a time,
not very remote (say March 4, 1913

the day of Mr. Wilson's inaugura-
tion to the Presidency), when a pol-

icy less radical would have been
In the sense in which the

senator uses the word, however, no

policy other than complete military
occupation would have been "effect-

ive" at any period of Mexican history.
If it had been our purpose to make

Mexico as safe a place as the United
States of America to dwell, hold prop-

erty and do business in, we could have
done so only by policing the country.
If it had been our purpose to make
Mexico as safe as it was under Por-firi- o

Diaz before Madcrist revolution,
we would have to force our aid upon
some "strong man" against the pro-

test not only of the latter, but of all
factions opposing him. In either case
a complete occupation of Mexico
would would have been necessary.
Speaking in the House of Commons
on the Benson case Sir Edward Grey
remarked that the British govern-
ment wou'd have to wait for complete
redress until stability had been re-

stored in Mexico, unless the British
nation was prepared to authorize mil-

itary intervention, which would neces-

sitate the employment of 3 very large
army. The alternative to watching
and waiting for a clarification of the
Mexican political situation is a clari-

fication thereof by the application of
external force.

This, as Senator Lodge says, "all
of ns wish to avoid." He adds: "I
should be sorry to shed the blood of a

single American soldier or sailor for
the sake of restoring order in Mexi- -
co." So he, too, disapproves of what
the British Foreign Secretary declared
to be the only alternative to a policy
of watchful waiting. In fact. Sena-

tor Lodge's animaversions on the
Mexican policy of the administration,
are nothing more than a veiled crit-

icism of its failure to recognize Hu-

erta. Sitting aside all moral consid
erations, and regarding the situation
from the viewpoint of "practical men"
like our Senator and the British for-

eign secretary, it is hard to see how
the recognition cf Huerta by this gov-

ernment would have bettered the con-

dition of Americans in Mexico. Great
Britain recognized Huerta, but such
recognition did not procure satisfac-

tion for the killing of Benson nor did
it make British-owne- d oil wells in

Tampico more secure than American
properties in the same region. Spain's
recognition of Huerta did not pre-
serve Spaniards in Mexico from per-
secution and pillage.

This government can do no more
for American citizens abroad than can
other governments for their nationals
residing in foreign lands. The duty of

protecting strangers within their gates
rests primarily on the governments of
the countries where the strangers hap-

pen to he. Englishmen who come to
this country are not provided by their
government with armed guards and
neither are they so provided when
they go to Russia, Siam, or Mexico.
Foreigners who go to a country which
ii disturbed by war or civil strife must
take pot luck with the natives. All
that their governments can do for
them is to procure eventual redress
for injustice done them. This, Sena-

tor Lodge thinks is a new and strange
doctrine; but it is the law of nations.
When a law becomes inadequate the
only recourse of governments de-

mand aiitsfaction for injuries is force.
We must take our choice; we can
proceed both lawfully and forcibly.
