“It is only by organization of fruit
growers and cooperative transporta-
tion that the snccesstul distribution of
horticultural products of the West
can, be secured. In no other known
way can the supply Dbe regulated to
the demand and periods of surplus and
deficit be avoided™

AMr. Goodsell. Artiue € 1, Lewie,
disenssed the guestion of satisfactory
marketing before students of Oregon
Agricnltural College recently. Profes-
sor Lewis said that while the produc-
tion problem is preseat with the Ore-
gon growers it is nor acute, but that
the question of transportation and
markets requires serious and immedi-
ate consideration, He introduced Mr
Goodsell as one of the best informed
men of the countiy on these subjects
and told of his mission to conier with
growers of this country and with the
ETOWErs of the fonr states, Oregon,
Washington, 1dahbo and California, on
these subjects.

Mr. Goodsell declared that market-
ing conditions of this state are but a
repetition of those of other fruit dis-
tricts. A fevw yearas ago California
growers were selling their oranges
through selling agencies. Failure
stared them in the face and they
sought a remedy in organization
They now have probably the best or-
ganized Industry in the world, the
California Fruit Exchinge. Northern
California is also well orgnnized, and
Tast year sold 4000000 packs of special
froits and 1900000 packs of ricnr.-.lv
ous fruit in the New York market
alone. whish was about 25 percent of
the entire crop uf the district. Aver-
ages of results for any five-year per-
iod show that the industry has been
Yery prosperons,

The chaotie conditions of the Puerto
Rico market for bananas was rem-
cdied a few years amp by the orga-
nization of growers who hive greatly
extended  production and increased
profite.  Last fall 1,500,000 fruit packs
were sold in New York .

The Florida “crackers,” by coming
together have increased their business
and profits enormously. They market-
ed last year 1700000 packs in New
York alone,

The United Fruit company increas-
ed husiness 10 percent and made it
profitable by orgmnization, Last year
it sold 3300000 bunches of bananas
by auction in New York.

New York state growers organized
and last year sold their fruit by auc-
1ilm in orchard lote, Apples brought
