‘But {or more than hali a century
our congress invited our iron and steel
manufacturers to come forward aad
write in our tariff laws the degree of
protection the ywishicd, Long ago the
Republican party set the fashion that
congress shogld shirk its constitution-
al duty and abdicate its legislative
privilege to write our tariff laws., The
wool mgnufacturers wrote Schedule
YK, the cotton spinners wrote the
cotton schedule, the drig men wrote
the chemical schedule, the sugar men
