PROGRESSIVES FOR WILSON.
Isadore Jacobs, a prominent busi-

ness man who is leading the Inde-

pendent movement in California, has
sent a communication to Woodrow
Wilson Independent League, 280

Madison Avenue, New York, in which
he says that the move-

ment is just as strong in the northern

part of California as in the southern
end of the state.

"Each day," said Mr. Jacobs, "we
are getting letters from old time

Republicans and Progressives assert-

ing that they will work and Vote for
Wilson and that it is their purpose
to attend the conference which is to
be held in San Francisco, August 5,

and whoop it up in true western style.
Mr. Jacobs says the majority of the

Progressives in' California will be for
President Wilson. As an indication of
the type of busness men who are
heading the Wilson Progressive
movement in California, the following
is quoted from Mr. Jacob's message:

"A permanent Progressive organi-
zation has been effected in' San Fran-

cisco. Its officers are:
