There wn't & paper
or magazine in the Umited States that
does not feel the welght of this bure
den, Oply im sporadic cases have the
publishers raised subscription prices
1o mect, or attempt to meet their in-
ereancd costs. While the price to the
copsuier of almost everything elwe
is raising steadily, that of hiy neva-
paper and magazine remams statioo-
ary, with a Low exceptions,
Paper makers scek justifigation for
these enormous advances in the war
conditions. Whether this is bona
fide vr not may be developed by the
lederal trade commission’s Investiga-
tion, There is some rather stout evi-
dence to suggest that it is not; that
much of the mcrease in paper prices
s the resuly of arbitrary action hy
the manufacturers. There is strong
suspicion taat they are inflating prices
now to these absurd extremes ouly
becasse they can—on the theory that
“to the victor belong tle spoila™ I
this can be proved, there is samethi g
for the federal government o do.
