caught the sounds but multiplied them
several hundred times. Music has
often been transmitted by wireless
oat it has been necessary to hold a
special wireless receiver to the ear
to hear it In this case the music was
distinctly audible all over the house,
and the dancers had no difficulty in
keeping atep to it. It was said to tx
louder than the original music as i'
came from the phonograph.

This is one of the most striking rri
umphs of the w science of wireless
telephony. The instruments used are
said to be within the reach of ama-
teurs, and the possibilities thus open-
ed np are surprising. A radio engin-
eer who participated in the Morris-tow- n

experiment announces that with
the amplifiers now available music
can be transmitted 300 miles.! "It
would be just as easy,' he declares,
"to transmit the music of an entire
opera from the Metropolitan opera
house as to transmit this phonograpr
music. It would only be necessary
to have the sending apparatus within
range of the voices in the Metropol-
itan."
