Iron our home precinct on War
Census Iay. you should apply at the
earliest OOOOftli d.ite tot be county
clerk of tin ounty in which you may
lc at the time, whether in )reKou
or elsewhere, who will till out your
rcftltrttlofl tard. He will then give
you the card, which you mu! mail
to the registrar of your home pre-

cinct, in care ol the sheriff of your
home tounty. m time to reach the
regutrar by War Census Day. If

you live in l'ortland, or a city of
over JO.UU population in another
state, mail the card tothe registrar
in care oi the mayor.

Hut remember, the burden of hav-

ing your card reach the registrar oi
your home precinct by War Census
Day is on you.

Registration of the Sick Men of
military age who are too ill to go to
the voting booth to renter must
send a competent person before War
Census Iay tthe county clerk to ex-

plain thr cire um stances, and secure
instructions from the Federal regu-
lations which these officials will re-

ceive from the government.
Penalties The penalty for tailing

to appear to register, or for giving
false, misleading or incorrect ans-

wers, i imprisonment There is no
altern.itix e of a fine.
