THE TWO KAISERS' NEW PLOT

That new treaty of alliance between

Germany and Austria is an incred-

ible document As published in the
Deutsche Volks Zeitung, it constitutes
M a close military alliance for 25 years,
during which both parties of the alli-
ance pledge themselves to employ the
entire strength of their peoples for

military purposes. And the "par-
ties, be it noted, are merely Kaiser
Wilhelm and Kaiser Karl.

It is expressly provided that thctwo
Kaisers "shall devote all their care to
have their armies enter into an event-
ual future conflict fully prepared and
at a maximum of their strength," be-

cause "only thus the future war shall
be of brief duration."

Both nations are to be organized on
an absolute military basis. All able-bodi-

males are to receive thorough
military instruction, and all the rest
are to be organized for "auxiliary
service" in the production of arms, am-

munition, etc.
In organization and in the planning

of campaigns and employment of
troops there shall be entire unity, and
"the initiative shall be left principal-
ly to Germany." ' Troops, supplies,
railroads, industrial resources, etc..
