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VICTORY FROM THE FIRST

Napoleon used to say that if he won
the first battle of a campaign, he was
sure of winning the campaign, It was
not mere superstition, either. To beat
the enemy in the first clash of arms
is *a good omen” Inrgely because the
initial success inspires confidence. It
makes thg commander more sure of
himself and his t:oops, and it gives
the troops themselves the spirit that
breeds victories.

If there is amything in this theory,
the outlook for the American army is
certainly bright. Our first skirmish
with the Germans was a neat little
victory. Our first real battle was a
notable triumph, From the moment
when our army may be said to have
mmily entered the war, in the mid-
dle of July, there has been nothing but
one continuous series of American vie-
tories. . Our troops, hitting at the
spex of the German salient at the
Marne, stopped the Hun drive at its
point of preatest menace, nearest
Paris, and in two weeks' fightine
drove that apex back 25 miles. Thev
nover failed to stop a German attack.
They never failed to take any objec-
tive they started for. Their hatting
aversge is 1,000,

The Americans Jid not do it alone,
of course. We recognize that the
French, who outnumbered our men
miore than two to one in the great
drive, deserve cradit proportional to
their numbers. That big advance in
the center would have been impossibila
without the pressure of our allies on
the =id, of the salient. But there is
no argument over the cradit of the
arhisvement, where all fought as
equals. The point is that the Amer-
fean nrmy has aequired, from the start
off. n precedent and tradition of vie-
tory that is an invaluable military us-
set.  To the natural fighting ability
of the Yankees is now added a mornla
never surpassed .in our history, and
perhape unequalled in Europe today.

“Anyon, who has seen such a sight
knows what the¢ Ameircan army is
wood for henceforth and to the end of
the war, At the gight of these men,
mngnificient in their youth, physieal
force, pood temper, and dash, the Ger-
mun fled with every leg or surrender-
ed without awaiting the order to throw
away their nrms nnd take off their
suspenders, which is the first thing
a prisoner iy told to do, in order that
he may be compelled to keep his hands
employed and out of mischief.

“The Germans hurried toward our
lines, gripping their trousers, haggard
and mad with terror.

“Would that every mother in France
who has lost m won in the war conld
have seen that epic sight. They would
have seen themselves nvenged, and it
would have been some consolation to
them in their sorrow.”

Would that every mother in Amer-
ien who has a son in the war—and
every father and brother and sister
and unele und aunt—could Hkewise sce
that eple sight.

We may see it, too. Was there ever
more glorious matter and inspiration
for thy movies? They will be giving
un that scene, or a duplieate of it,
taken from real life, one of these days.
