At two
cents a pound the average berry pick-

er is able to enm from $4.50 to $5 a

day while th(, exceptionally fast onus
should be nble to draw better than $9
a ilny. At the same time that the

pickers are making a profit for them-

selves they are helping the berry in-

dustry, which is our largest manufac-
