AH moneys received
as pifts or donations shall be paid into
the treasury of the United States and
shall constitute a permanent fund to
be called the 'Special Fund for Voca-

tional Rehabilitation.'"
The board is to direct the disburse-

ment of the fund, and report annually
to congress.
