The state game warden of Arizona Relieves in having
the inhabitants-o- f the state know the native wild creatures.
He is beginning with birds, and with the children of today
who will be the citizens of the near future.

Special instruction in bird and animal life is to be given
in the public schools of the state. The warden asks' that
every chid be made familiar with the habits and migrations
of the birds and the kinds of birds found in Arizona which
are insectivorous or carnivorous, which are friends and
which are enemies of mankind.

The plan is to have every schoolhouse provided with
bird houses so that some of the less timid birds may be stud-
ied at first hand by the pupils. To have bird houses in the
school yards is a common provision in many communities.
The boys and girls make the houses in manual training
classes, and then study the birds later on and make friends
with them as they come to live in the school yard.

This is nature study made a living, interesting subject.
Children enjoy knowing about birds and animals and flowers
and trees. With this practical teaching which begins with
the nature life right about them in heir community they are
made familiar wih the growing things of outdoors and at
the same sfme learn how to enjoy without destroying. A
