situation, we will be faced with a rea.ction that will drive the
country to some other form of control."

It is a timely warning. There seems to be, lately, an im-

pression that the formal transfer of the railroads back to
their owners, with such guarantees and assistances as appear
to meet the situation is all that is necessary that all our rail-
road problems will soon be straightened out. This very thing
may happen, if the new railroad legislation is wise, and the
governmental machinery provided by it functions properly.
But it will not be true necessarily.

Private operation, as well as public operation, has had
its defects in the past. They have not been, in the main,
the same kind of defects, but they have been bad enough.
It is to be seen now whether the present generation of trans-
portation men is capable of raising to the height of business
statesmanship required for the proper control and develop-
ment of our vast railroad system.

The nation is expecting much of them perhaps too
much. If they disappoint, there may soon be a swing back
from "predominantly private" operation to a demand for
operation, or even ownership, that is "predominantly
