■j and church that are dear to the hearts and close to 
¡¡j the deepest feelings of every American. To sup- 
B .  ply this void in the lives of millions of our soldiers 

I  and sailors, the United States Government has 
B  authorized these seven organizations to look after B the welfare of the men in service.

And, whereas; the privilege of giving mdral and’ 

financial support to this wonderful work,so' closely 
interwoven with the lives'of the men in the ser­
vice, has t>eem given not to an institutional govern­
ment, but to every individual man, woman and 
child in the United States:

Now, therefore, I, J, W. Sadler, mayor of the. 
City of Aurora, do hereby proclaim to the citizens 
of the city and vicinity that, during the week be­
ginning Sunday; November tenth; 1918, they be­
stow attention, lend effort and, strength,, and give 
liberally to the fullest extent of their means; to 
the" appeal for funds that shall be made by the' 
United War Work-Campaign for $170,500,000, to 
‘carry on’ this wonderful work so auspiciously be­
gun. During the next year, which is undoubtedly 
to be the most critical year of the war, our fften in 
the service must experience no interruption or 
modification of the extent to which this morale­
making work has entered into their lives and 
brought happiness and courage. To see'tbat this . 
does hot happen is the'part of those pf us whom 
our boys have left at home.

And I further request that this Proclamation 
shall be read aloud in every school of this section ' 
that may be in session before or during the week 
of the' United War Work Campaign, November 11- 
18,' 1918, in order that the children and their par­
ents may all join in'this vital work of the war.
