It is estimated that 1,250,000 foreign born “Ameri­

Probably, also, there are others, 
who, feel as they do, but have not acquired the same 
means. America loses nothing by their departure, for 
we can create wealth more easily than we can create 
patriotism and loyalty in the hearts of such as these.

In fact America might well afford to pay the fare of 
all who wish to return permanently for there is danger to 
the nation in the continued residence here of any man of 
divided aspirations or questionable loyalty. America has 
still plenty of room, opportunity and a welcome for earn­
est, honest men of foreign birth, who wish to make homes
here, who enter into our,life as loyal citizens, who accept 
oar government and our ideals; who come here to become 
Americans, but we may well bid a final farewell to these 
parasitic immigrants who come only for a brief residence 
to acquire what they may at the hands of prosperous 
America, and then depart with their economic “loot”.

When the gate swings outward for these immigrants, 
America should see to it that it is their final exit. Neither 
they or their kind should be allowed to return.

POTATO DISEASES
: It has been discovered by the plant pathologists that 

disease, not “running out” of seed stock, is the cause of 
potato degeneration troubles which reduce the crop to 
“little potatoes and few in a hill.”

These diseases are “leaf roll” and “mosaic”,or rather 
leaf roil and mosaic are the outward manifestations of the 
diseases which cause the degeneration.

Leafroll is due to an attack by parasites upon the cir­
culation channels that carry the carbohydrates made in 
the leaves to the tuber. The diseased channels lose their 
power to carry during the night the food made and stored 
in the leaves during the day. Hence the leaves become 
over charged with, starch, become thickened and rolls up. 
This gives rise to the name “leafroll.”

In “mosaic” the .potato leaves take on a mottled ap­
pearance which is probably due to an injury to the chlor- 

’ophyl cells. This deprives the leaves of the power to 
make carbohydrates in sufficient quantities. Carbo­
hydrates being the principal food materials any lack of 
them is bound to reduce the size and number of the tubers.

The extent to which these diseases damage seed po­
tato stocks in Oregon and how to overcome them is now 
the subject of investigation by the Oregon Agricultural 
College.

A Manhattan newspaper noted for 
its foreign news says Von Hertling 
was “tho first German chancellor from 
Bavaria.”
