clinics, to secure specialists to talk on 
specific health problems, and eventu­
ally, when conditions warrant, to take 
steps toward securing and keeping a 
county public health nurse.

Every December, when Christmas 
seals are sold, the county association 
will retain a percentage o f the proceeds, 
which insures several hundred dollars 
for local use.

Everyone wanting such an organiza­
tion should feel his responsibility to the 
extent that he attend the meeting and 
contribute of his enthusiasm and co­
operation.
