HAY AND F'EFT) The combined 
marketable surplus of hay in the 
United States is unusually large. Al 
falla has moved into consumption at 
a good rate, but there was less d«- 
maml for timothy and prairie hays 
lor shipment than a year ago. Bran 
and middlings prices went sharply 
lower last week ami linseed meal was 
slightly lower, but cottonseed and al 
{alia meal were firm.

SEED S 'The demand lor seeds im­
proved and prices for most kinds1 
were linn and higher.

BU TTER — Prices for butter dr 
dined J4-cent a pound in b«*tli do 
mestic and foreign markets. From a 
purely statistical viewpoint the situ.» 
lion is fairly firm, but even a small 
surplus appeared to be more than 
handlers cared to hold.

WOOL-MOHAIR Wool and mo 
hair markets continue strong. Some 
re-exporting of foreign wind and mo 
hair held in bond in -Atlantic ports 
was reported. All bids on new clip 
mohair offered at I )elrio last week 
were rejected, although somewhat 
more than <41 cents was offered foi 
grown mohair.

FR U IT S AND A I 1,1 T A B L E S  
Oregon Yellow Newton apples w«-rt 
somewhat lower at Liverpool last 
week because of |HM>r condition, it 
was reported. Arrivals there of ap­
ples from Ausiialia and New Zealand 
this month are expected to br (>50.l*tG 
cases. Potato markets continued to 
be well supplied from heavy shu>- 
ments in March, although for the 
week ending March 31 only 3,403 car 
loads wer< shipped compared to 4,453 
the previous week and 4.2^ the same 
week a year ago. 'The movement 
of early strawberries increased rap 
idly.
