Only principles live. It is the principle involved in any 
transactions that govern its necessity or  measures its re 
suits. Had this government not been founded upon prin 
ciples it could not have survived the test of tiuje nor 
withstood the struggle for recognition.

Consider the great and fundamental questions of  civil 
liberty, such as the rights of free speech and a free press, 
the rights o f  peaceable assembly and petition, and to he 
confronted by one’s accussers;  the right of the people to 
be secure in their persons, houses, papers and effects,  
against unreasonable searches and seizures. \\ hence 
came these? They did not spring from sudden whjm, 
nor from transient passion, .except, indeed from the pass 
ion for justice. The developed as civilization progressed 
and the institution of liberty under law became the guid 
ing hand of national unity

Rights spring from principles, and principles result in 
policies. W e  could not say that perfection always has 
been attained from the establishment of policies based 
upon principles. But they have been goals to strive for 
Tn government, ethics, commercial relations, international 
negotiations, or in social and racial contacts there have 
been gross inadequacies apparent and many inequalities 
made manifest. These, however, have not been the re­
sult of the principles involved,, hut have been the failure 
of the enforcement of the established policies.
