on the Columbia within a year or
two was predicted at the annual
meeting f  the Eastern Oregon
Wheat league in  Pendleton where
that subject was one of the two
vajor issues considered, the other
being the new plan f cooperative
wheat marketing which was given
full approval.

That such development will bring
substantial  benefits the entire
sttite and will result in practical and

ediate relief to inland empire
agriculture, was freely expressed by
those sponsoring the movement and
by leading farmers who have been
agitating the matter for years.
