Dnuglas fir timber*, after 53 year« service In Hayden b rd jf ,  near Eugene, 
were found not only to equal new timbers In strength, but were actually 
stronger, when tested by E. H. McAllister, professor of mechsnlcs at the 
University of Oregon. Here Prof. McAllister Is shown with the machine

University of Oregon, Eugene. Douglas fir timbers, nfior 53 years of 
service, were 6 uml not only to equal new timbers in strength, but wore 
actually stronger, it la stated by E. H. McAllister, profev -nr of mechanics ut 
tb» University of Oregon, who has completed a research investigation on 
material taken from Hayden Bridge, a structure erected near Eugene in 1374.

The timbers In the bridge were found to be In an «■*• client state of 
preservation. and Professor McAlister's conclusion is thst Douglas fir can 
be preserved Ih sound structural condition for nt lonst half a century by the 
simple expedient of covering from weather and providing for « free circula­
tion of air.

More than 200 tests, on machines which exert from 30,000 to 200.000 
pounds pressure, were made on the old timbers, while for basis of comparison 
similar tests wore made on both green and seasoned pieces of the sume 
size. Although some of tho timbers that went into construction of the 
bridge would not be acceptable us bridge material under modorn grading 
ruler the average siryugtit was found to be in excess of the average strength 
of new timber In j-.r< a condition, while In moat cases It was well above the 
average for «mi il tint lor that hud been air dried for two or three years.
